This committee will need to vote on changes to the March 19th minutes next week. 

Because he needs to request funding for next year’s assessment grants very soon, Jim Sherohman asked the committee for input on the focus of the grants. He proposed that next year’s grants be available only to programs that already have assessment plans in place. Thus, grant funding would focus on implementing those plans. Separate from the grant competition, we could offer assistance to programs that would like to complete or revise their assessment plans. This assistance would take the form of purchasing copies of Barbara Walvoord’s book Assessment Clear and Simple for program faculty/staff. Based upon the book and SCSU program assessment guidelines, faculty or staff from the program would create or revise their assessment plans. Programs would have the option of requesting peer consultants to help plan and/or facilitate the program-level discussions. This item will remain on the committee’s agenda.
