· There are several new assessment steering committee members, so introductions were made.

He will send more informational emails to committee members in lieu of speaking on various topics as part of his chair’s report. 
· He has sent out a meeting schedule. However, given the chance that emergencies might come up and alter the committee’s needs, he asks that committee members keep the Wednesday at 11 a.m. time slot open, even if a meeting has not been scheduled. 
· Priorities for this academic year:

· Complete the Assessment Academy

· Increase assessment capacity 
· Integrating units that are outside of the overall assessment structure

· Sandy Johnson and Suzanne Stengl Erkens facilitated a workshop on CLA in the Classroom during Convocation week. They are also writing an article for the next assessment newsletter on the topic. People attending the workshop expressed interest in additional events on this topic, such as meetings at which those who have developed or are working on performance tasks can exchange information, or a full-day training session to help those who did not attend the May CLA Academy to develop performance tasks for their classes. 

· A Convocation Week session on Racial Issues presented results from a project that was partially funded by a 2008-9 assessment grant. The session was very well attended. Other 2008-9 assessment grant recipients will present in a session during the 2010 January Workshop Days.
