	Jim Sherohman updated the committee on many different projects:

· The new assessment website should be completed in a few weeks. We believe it will be up and running in October.

· The Provost approved $20,000 for assessment grants this year. We hope to have a Request for Proposals and an application ready for this committee to review next week.

· Peer consultant training applications are coming in. The deadline is September 8, 2008. Currently, the only scheduled day of training is October 10, 2008; a second date of October 9 will be added if there are a large number of applicants. Those committee members who have not been through training are encouraged to apply.

· Annual program assessment reports are due on September 15, 2008. The report templates and guidelines are available online. 

· Reports form the college assessment directors will be due on October 1, 2008. 
· The convocation week workshop on assessment resources and services was sparsely attended and discussion focused mostly on the template for annual reports from programs. The panel of past assessment grant recipients was the better attended and produced interesting discourse.

· Topics from the most recent issues of Assessment Update were shared and made available to committee members. 

During convocation, Jim Sherohman received a Miller Scholar award. He feels that it was possible only because of the work of past and present members of the Assessment Steering Committee.

Finally, he shared information about upcoming conferences that might be of interest to the committee.
