	CHAIR’S REPORT
Jim Sherohman reported the following:

· He received updated information from the Assessment Academy. We still do not know when the Results Forum will take place.

· A workshop on “Peer Consulting: A Tool for Building Assessment Capacity” will be presented at the February Collaboration Conference by Wendy Bjorklund, Sandra Johnson, Joe Melcher, and Jim Sherohman.

· The Assessment Academy allows Academy institutions to request consultants at a reduced rate to assist with Academy projects. SCSU invited Elaine Klein in 2007 to assist us in planning the training for assessment peer consultants. Jim asked whether we should consider asking her to return. He will ask for input at the November 3 peer consultant retreat.
· Persons who plan to attend the Civic Engagement Forum on November 6 should RSVP as noted in the information that was e-mailed to committee members prior to today’s meeting.

	Assessment Grants
We received eight proposals: four in Category 1 (implementation of assessment plans), three in Category 2 (dissemination and use of assessment findings), and one in Category 3 (student learning and success in high-failure courses). The committee discussed whether it should consider proposals submitted after the deadline. (No such proposals were received.) Jim Sherohman expressed concern that extending the deadline could delay the approval process into next semester, so grant recipients would not be able to use days during winter break for grant activities. No motion was offered to extend the deadline. Amos Olagunju, whose office is funding the grants in Category 3, said that he may consider extending the deadline for that category. If he decides to do so, he will notify the Assessment Office, which will announce the change. The deadline will not be extended for Categories 1 and 2. Two committees were formed to perform an initial screening of the grant proposals using the rubrics developed by the committee. These committees will report back to the committee at the next meeting, and the full committee will make recommendations on funding.

	Committee Goals
