The timeline is as follows:  SLOs #1 and 2 will be assessed every three years, rotating with SLOs #3 and 4 as well as SLOs #5 and 6.   2010-11 will see SLOs #1 and 2 (assessed through written and verbal critiques, and portfolio reviews).  2011-12 will see SLO #3 (assessed through written and verbal critiques, and portfolio reviews) as well as SLO #4 (assessed through blue books, essays and exams).  2012-13 will see SLOs #5 and 6 (assessed through written and verbal critiques, and portfolio reviews).




Art BFA

Over the last two years the department developed new SLOs that are in line with our NASAD accreditation and the NASAD curricular structure, especially those that overlap graphic design and fine arts.  Notable is that the former structure compartmentalized areas within the BFA degree (printmaking, graphic design, painting, etc.) whereas the new structure respects that these media areas make up one single degree.  This means that we will no longer assess six "different" BFA areas and will now assess only the BFA studio degree.   This is all new information.

Art History BA

Art Education BS
