Travel and Tourism program Student Learning Outcomes
Students in the Travel and Tourism program in the Department of Geography will:

1) develop a solid understanding of travel and tourism, the industries and organizations that support it, and the global impacts tourism has on people, places and cultures;

2) develop ethical values regarding tourism and the environment (natural, cultural, and workplace);

3) understand how global destinations and attractions form the foundation for international tourism;

4) attain greater understanding of the interconnectedness of place and the linkages (political, transportation, cultural) between tourist generation regions and destinations;

5) experience increased exposure and knowledge of the various sectors within the travel and tourism industry;

6) develop leadership and teamwork skills through group projects and assignments;

6) design marketing and development plans that require the collection, analysis, and 7resentation of travel/tourism data and issues;

8) have opportunities to apply classroom learning to international and regional destinations;

9) value geographic diversity (physical and cultural) as a catalyst for tourism, and recognize the importance of conservation in protecting these resources.
