Students must complete 2 of the 3 courses (CEEP 361, ED 647, HURL 497 & 498) prior to beginning the first semester of their internship experience. The third course must then be completed prior to beginning the second semester of their internship. Students who do not meet these requirements will not be allowed to enroll for internship credits. Incoming students (especially full-time) should consider this in planning their plan of study, and potentially begin these courses in the summer prior to fall enrollment.
