19/73 – SCSU ties University of Arkansas 17-17. Game called because of darkness
22/73 – Ken Solheid hurls nine- inning, 1-hit shutout vs. Northeast Oklahoma. 
27/28 – Huskies defeat University of Nebraska 15-6 on 14 hits and 10 base on balls 
28/78 – SCSU scores twice in the 8th inning to defeat University of Nebraska 6-4
28-29/79—Northwest Missouri State’s Gary Gaetti hits three homeruns with eight RBI in two-game series with SCSU
APRIL
2/68 – Husky mound crew no-hits Augsburg for eight innings, wins 3-1 in 12 innings
5/70 – Greg Thayer , who later played with the Minnesota Twins, no-hits Augsburg with eight strikeouts in 4-3 win (runs come on four consecutive walks and an error)
6/71—Dan Jansen and Greg Thayer  combine for no –hitter in 1-0 win over Augsburg, with Thayer   consecutive striking out all nine batters he faced, Thayer cracks three homeruns, knocks in eight, scores for run and also singles and walks in 18-0 second –game victory
6/72—Scott Buege and Brock Kiecker combine for a no-hitter  in 6-0 win over Augsburg
7/68—Ron Palmer blasts ground-rule double and three homeruns while driving in10 runners and scoring four times himself in 15-8 win over Offutt (Air Force Base)
7/70—Dan Jensen hurls 6-hitter in 5-1 win over University of Minnesota
7/80—Jim Eisenreich, who later played 16 years in MLB and won a World Series ring with the Florida Marlins,  collects a single, two doubles and a towering homerun in 4-4 tie with Gustavus Adolphus.

[image: MPj03994530000[1]]8/77—Rick Grewe’s sacrifice fly in top of 10th brings home Bob Hegman, who later played with the MLB Kansas City Royals and was their Director of Minor Leagues, with the winning run in 3-2 win over  the University of Minnesota-Morris
9/59—Huskies claim 8-2 win over Nebraska- Wesleyan in the first game of the first extensive spring trip in school’s history, finishing with a 4-1 on their spring trip swing
9/68—Huskies break open 1-0 game with seven 7th- inning runs for 8-0 win over Dana College (NE)
10/71—Huskies lose 4-2 to Dave Winfield and the University of Minnesota Golden Gophers, Winfield hurls four innings to earn the victory, Winfield later got drafted in the NFL, NBA and MLB
10/72—Pitcher Brock Kiecker, brother of Husky alum, Dana Kiecker who played MLB with the Boston Red Sox, doubles home go-ahead run in 5-3 win over University of Minnesota Golden Gophers 
10/72—Dave Winfield strikes out nine Huskies in 7-3 U of M win
12/80—Joe Sybrant hurls 1-hitter in 5-2 win Mankato State
13/73—Bob Britz smashes two , 9th-innning homeruns, collecting four hits and five runs scored, as Huskies pummel Minnesota-Morris 22-9 on 22 hits and five homeruns
14/75—Paul Molitor, MLB player, doubles and triples for U of M in 4-0 SCSU loss
14/75 Dave Voss and Mike Bialka combine for 2-hitter, but 12 walks and five errors lead to a 8-2 loss to U of M.
 14/79—Greg Berling doubles for sixth consecutive hit in as many at bats
15/78—Larry Schlagel’s sacrifice fly in bottom of 8th gives SCSU a 9-8 win over Minnesota-Morris.
15/78—Dan Meyer claims third win of the weekend four-game sweep over Minnesota-Morris with 2-hit, 1-0 shutout 
15/80—Huskies turn five twin-killings in 11-2 win over North Dakota State University
16/76—Down 5-3 in bottom of 7th to Bemidji  State, Steve Knapp singles in the tying and winning run for a 6-5 Husky win
17/17—Charlie Munsch blasts two home runs  and also singles and collects 4 RBI’s,  while Steve Fuchs gets four hits in 9-2 win over Winona State
17/76--Steve Erickson singles in the winning run in the bottom of the 8th for 2-1 win over Bemidji State
18/67—Coach John Kasper wins his 200th game in his distinguished career at St. Clod State
18/80—In a five-inning, 17-4 win over Northern State 11 different Huskies score
19/68—Mankato State beats Huskies and pitcher Wayne Parks, who was drafted by the Minnesota Twins in 1969, 2-0, as both teans muster only two hits

20/74—Tom Regouski hurls a 1-hits, 1-0 shutout over Bemidji State
21/75—Dave Voss hurls a 2-hit, 7-0 shutout over Moorhead State University
21/79—Greg Berling tosses a 1-hitter in a 6-1 win over Winona State University
22/67—Wayne Parks throws a 1- hit, 6-0 shutout over Mankato State University
22/77—Huskies score three times in bottom of 7th for a 5-4 win over Southwest State University
22/77—Gary Frericks doubles home Rick Grewe in the bottom of 9th inning in a  4-3 win over Southwest State University
22/78—Greg Berling hurls a 1-hit, 4-0 shutout over Moorhead State University
23/49—Huskies score a run in the top of the 7th for 3-2 win over U of Wisconsin-River Falls 
25/70—Dan Jensen loses a no-hit bid with two out in 7th inning,  he strikes out 13, walks one and allows only two men on base, Denny Lorsung steals a base (one of very few bases stolen, compared to his extra base hits!)
25/72—Scott Buege tosses a 3-hit, 1-0 shutout over Bemidji State University
25/75—Dave Voss tosses  a 3-hit, 2-0 shutout over BSU for his second consecutive shutout 
26/77—Huskies beat Moorhead 20-0 on 19 hits, as pitcher Dave Mingo extends  his scoreless inning streak to 26 innings with four shutout innings
26/79—Huskies score four times in top of 9th, to defeat Mankato State University 6-2
28/49—Bob Altuvilla knocks in seven runs with three hits, as Huskies defeats U of Wisconsin-Eau Claire 19-9 on 20 hits
28/78—Dave Mingo allows two hits, as SCSU scores all runs in a 4-0 win over Bemidji State in top 7th
28/67—Jack Peterson no-hits Bemidji State, allowing only three runners (on errors) on base with 7 K’s 
29/68—Husky pitchers strikeout 19 Carleton batters, as Ron Schmidt steals four bases in 1-0 win, the 19 strikeouts and four stolen base by Schmidt are SCSU record for a game.
29/77—SCSU defeats St. John’s 14-2, along with 30 runs in two wins over Moorhead the Huskies score 44 runs in a three-game stretch
30/56—Freshmen Jim Ross strikes out 15 in a 19-3 blasting of Augsburg

1/75 – Kevin Hanzlik blasts a two-run homer in the top of the 7th to beat Minnesota- Morris 10-8
2/75— Dan Kne throws a 1-hitter in a 3-2 win over Southwest State.
2/75—Craig Wessman’s solo round-tripper with two outs in bottom of 7th lifts SCSU 
3/47-- Jefferson hurls 3-hits. 8-0 shutout over Winona Teachers College
3/47-- Schmidt triples home the winning run in the bottom of the 8th for 3-1 triumph over Winona Teachers College  
3/69—Doug Grewing loses his no-hit bid with two out in the 7thinning, but SCSU defeats BSU 5-1
2/69—Steve Strandemo scores five times in a 15-3 win over Bemidji State
3/81—Huskies swipe nine bases, six in the 3rd inning, against North Dakota State
4/48-- Saatzer goes 5-for-5 in 5-4 loss in Bemidji Teachers College
5/67—Wayner Parks 2-hits Minnesota-Morris in 4-1 win
7/49- Roth hurls 5-hit, 3-0 shutout over Wisconsin –Stout Teachers College
7/49—Bob Altuvilla goes 5-for-5 in 10-2 win over Wisconsin-Stout Teachers College.
7/55—“Tiger” Ted Grams shut out Winona Teachers College 10-0 at Municipal Stadium
7/68—Huskies beat Wisconsin-Stout 4-2 despite getting only one hit
8/73—SCSU varsity defeats alumni 5-0 on 2-hitter
9/47-- Cosgrove throws a 1-hitter in 5-2 victory over Mankato State Teachers College
9/72—Brock Kiecker hurls a 1-hit, 4-0 shutout over Moorhead State
10/80—Huskies claim Northern Intercollegiate Conference title with 8-1 win over Mankato State
 11/46--Emanuel allows 1 hit and strikes out 13 in 1-0 shutout of Winona State Teachers College
11/74—Kevin Hanzlik hits a solo HR leading off the bottom of the 7th for St. Cloud State in a 3-2 win over Winona State

15/68—Bob Carruth hits a 7th-innning grand slam to the Huskies to a 4-2 win over Bemidji State after striking out in three pervious at bats
16/70-- Dan Jensen tosses a no-hitter for nine innings, loss it in 10th, Huskies win 3-2 in 10 innings over Winona State, Jensen finishes with a 3-hitter
16/70—Mark Weiss hits a home run in the bottom of the 7th inning to defeat Winona State 2-1
17/49—Huskies beat Bemidji State Teachers College 18-1 on 16 hits
19/68—In his final game at St. Cloud State, Jack Peterson singles in the winning run in bottom of 9th inning for a Huskies 1-0 thriller over Moorhead State, on the mound, Peterson strikes out seven, walks none, while allowing only five hits
17/68—Bob Carruth hits a solo homerun in bottom of 10th inning for 2-1 win over Moorhead State
18/46--Emanuel hurls a 2-hitter in a 3-1 win over Mankato State Teachers College
181/69—Down 1-0 and being one-hit entering the 7th inning by Winona State’s Denny Iverson, Bob Carruth and Charlie Munsch hit homeruns for 2-1 Huskies win
19/67—Huskies hit five homeruns in a 20-6 rout of Moorhead State, John Dill scores four times.
21/55—Pete Finelli tosses a 2-hit, 3-0 shutout over Mankato State
21/55—“Tiger” Ted Grams claims a 2-hit 5-2 win over Mankato State.
23/47—Huskies defeat Moorhead State Teachers college 12-2 on 11 hits
26/56—Huskies win Bi-State Conference title with 13-5 victory of Winona State Teachers College on final day of the season
27/61—Joe Glatmzier plays final game as Husky, ending his string at 91 consecutive games played from 1958-61
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4/58—Bob Streeter collects two triples vs. Adams State (CO) in NAIA National Invitational Tournament
5/58-- Fredeen gets four hits vs. Sul Ross State (TX) in NAIA National Invitational Tournament
7/58—Trailing 5-1 in the bottom of 9th inning with two outs and nobody on base, Bob Streeter hits a two-run homer (after Joe Glatzmaier triples home two runs) to tie the game at 5-5, a sacrifice fly scores  the winning run in bottom of 10th inning to give the Huskies  the victory and a 3rd-place finish in NAIA National Tournament
9/69—Wayner Parks shuts out Taylor (NI) on five hits in the opening round of NAIA National Tournament, while striking out 10
JULY
28/64-- Junior outfielder Larry Miller becomes St. Cloud State’s first All-American
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
