The 
Huskies and Bulldogs will tip off at 1:00 
p.m. in Romano Gymnasium (2,759) on the 
UMD campus.

For the Record: St. Cloud State dropped to 
9-10 overall and 1-3 in the NCC following a 
105-88 loss at Minnesota State University 
on Thursday and an 84-61 loss to Augusta-
na College last Saturday. Minnesota Duluth 
enters the game with a 3-15 overall and 0-4 
NCC record. The Huskies and Bulldogs met 
on Jan. 12 in St. Cloud with SCSU posting 
an 86-72 victory.

Roster Addition: The Huskies have added a 
player to their roster. Sophomore post Mar-
layna Graff (Harris) is a 6-1 transfer from 
Anoka Ramsey Community College and a 
graduate of North Branch High School. She 
will wear uniform number 13.

On the Radio: St. Cloud State University 
women’s basketball games will air live on 
KNSI 1450 AM during the 2007-08 season. 
The audio broadcast is available on the web 
at http://www.1450knsi.com/pages/733727.
php. The pre-game show will begin one-
half hour prior to tip-off both home and 
away.

Team Captains: Senior forward Kayla 
Rengel (St. Cloud) and junior guard Katie 
Tacheny (Woodbury) will captain the 2007-
08 SCSU women’s basketball team.

Series Record: St. Cloud State leads the 
all-time series with UMD, 36-22. Over the 
last ten games, the series is tied 5-5. That 
includes SCSU’s 72-66 win on Jan. 12 in 
St. Cloud. UMD won three games against 
the Huskies last season, including two 
regular season games and an NCC tourna-
ment match up.

Minnesota Duluth Notes: The Bulldogs 
have lost five straight games, including 
all four NCC games this season. In the 
first meeting between the two teams in St. 
Cloud on Jan. 12, the Huskies led from 
start to finish and shot 50.8 percent from 
the field and out rebounded the Bulldogs 
44-26. SCSU had four players scores in 
double figures led by Rachel Booth with 19. 
UMD was led by Katy Katy Freeman and 
Kelsey Hewitt with 14 points each. UMD 
has a new coach in Tanya Bauer, who spent 
the last seven years as an NCAA Division I 
assistant, including the last four at Santa 
Clara University. She played collegiate 
basketball at the University of Wisconsin-
Eau Claire. Last year UMD posted a 15-14 
record and finished tied with the Huskies 
for fourth in the league with a 5-7 mark. 
UMD is led by senior guard Katy Freeman 
with 13.7 points per game in 2007-08. The 
Bulldogs average 68.2 points per game and 
are allowing 75.2 points.
