	 The Huskies emphasis in recruiting was in the skill positions for 2010. 
“We recruited a lot of team speed,” said second year head coach Scott Under-
wood. “We improved our speed in the secondary, at receiver and the linebacker 
positions.”
	 St. Cloud State also stretched its recruiting boundaries with players 
from Iowa and Missouri.
	 Seven of the athletes signed are from around central Minnesota includ-
ing a pair of Sartell High School players in tight end Tony Schmitz and wide 
receiver Brent Orndorff. Joining the Huskies from Brainerd High School are 
tight end/defensive end Aaron Pavek and offensive lineman Mitch Weidman. 
St. Cloud State also gained Paynesville High School offensive lineman Matt 
Schmiesing, Hutchinson tight end Brad Muckenhirn, and St. Michael Albertville 
running back Kwaku Amoah.
	 Eight seniors played for the Huskies in 2009 including five on the of-
fensive side of the ball.
	 St. Cloud State completed its second year as a member of the Northern 
Sun Intercollegiate Conference (NSIC) last fall. The Huskies posted a 7-4 over-
all record, finished 7-3 overall in the NSIC, good for a third place tie, and went 
5-1 in the NSIC North Division to finish in second place.
