2005 Season Opener: St. Cloud State (0-0), ranked 20th in the D2football.com Pre-season Top 25 Poll will play host to Wayne State College (0-0) of Wayne, Neb., in the 2005 season opener for both teams on Saturday, August 27. The kick-off is scheduled for 7:00 p.m. at Husky Stadium (4,198) on the SCSU campus.





Media Coverage: Husky Football will be aired on WJON Radio AM 1240 in 2005. WJON Sports Director Jay Caldwell returns for his eighth season as play-by-play announcer for the Husky broadcast. He will be joined in the booth by Joe Erickson as the color analyst. The Husky Football pre-game show will air at 6:45. The broadcast can be heard online at www.stcloudstate.edu/athletics. KVSC 88.1 FM will also air the Huskies’ home opener on Saturday. The pre-game show will get underway at 6:50 p.m. The KVSC broadcast can also be heard on the web at www.kvsc.org.





Ticket Information: For single game tickets, call 308-2137 or 1-877-SCSUTIX. Ticket prices are $10 for adults and $5 for students two years and older. SCSU students gain free admission with an SCSU ID.





Husky Village: For the second straight year, fans can participate in Husky Village activities prior to the start of all home Husky Football games. Husky Village is located south of Husky Stadium on Herb Brooks Way. Activities will include Party Time inflatable games, music sponsored by Regent Broadcasting, games, food and beverage, and family fun.





2004 SCSU Season:  The 17th ranked (AFCA) St. Cloud State football team finished the 2004 season with an 8-3 overall record and a 4-2 mark in the North Central Conference. The Huskies tied for second in league play. SCSU advanced to the first round of the NCAA Division II Football Playoffs. The Huskies, ranked #4 in the Northwest Region, hosted fifth ranked University of North Dakota. UND won a thriller 20-17 in double overtime.





2004 WSC Season: The Wildcats posted a 3-8 overall record and finished sixth in the Northern Sun Conference with a 2-5 record. WSC posted wins over Peru State, Minnesota State Moorhead and Concordia-St. Paul. 





SCSU vs. WSC Last Season: Wayne State led 7-3 after the first quarter, but SCSU put 21 second quarter points on the board to take a 24-14 halftime lead. The Husky defense shut out the Wildcats in the second half and SCSU went on to win 45-14. Matt Birkel rushed for 164 yards and two TDs. Dan Kaczor completed 18 of 34 passes for 254 yards and two TDs. 


Ryan Koch and Dan Kamin each caught four passes for the Huskies. SCSU had 543 yards in offense to Wayne State’s 312.





All-Time Record:  The 2005 season marks the 83rd in the history of SCSU football.  Since 1920, SCSU has compiled a 369-326-23 overall record and it has won a total of 18 conference titles, two in the NCC (1989, 2002), 14 NIC crowns and two Minnesota State College Conference titles.

SCSU Head Coach Randy Hedberg: SCSU head coach Randy Hedberg (Minot State 1977) begins his seventh season with the Huskies in 2005. He netted his 75th career coaching win against UND on October 2, 2004 and his 30th with the Huskies. He has a current record of 32-33 at SCSU and is 77-56-2 overall in 15 years as a collegiate coach.  The Huskies won the NCC title in 2002, which marks the second time in team history that SCSU has won the NCC title. In 2004 SCSU posted an 8-3 record, and hosted the University of North Dakota in the first round of the NCAA Division II playoffs. The Parshall, N.D. native has been the head coach at Minot State (1982-89), assistant coach at Central Missouri State (1990-95), and an assistant coach at North Dakota (1996-98).  Hedberg was an honorable mention All-America quarterback at Minot State.  He was drafted by Tampa Bay of the NFL in 1977, and played with the Bucs through 1978.  He also played with the Oakland Raiders (1979) and Green Bay Packers (1980).





Assistant Coaching Staff: The 2005 assistants include Paul Rudolph (Off. Coordinator/Off. Line), Scott Underwood (Def. Coordinator/Secondary), Steve Grimit (Defensive Line), Steve Crutchley (Wide Receivers), Derek Johnson (Running Backs), Eric Mattson (Linebackers/Strength & Conditioning), Ryan Mills (Tight Ends), Andrew Tippins (Defensive Line), Brian Frana (Offensive Line), Michael Rowe (Defensive Backs), Josh Stephan (Linebackers).





Hedberg in Season Openers: Coach Hedberg is 4-2 in season openers since the 1999 season. The Huskies have won three straight season openers, including last year’s 45-14 victory over Wayne State, heading into the 2005 season. Since joining the North Central Conference in 1983, SCSU is 12-10 overall in season opening games.





At Husky Stadium: The 2005 season will mark the second year in SCSU’s new home, Husky Stadium, located on the banks of the Mississippi River. St. Cloud State has a 4-2 record at Husky Stadium, including a 0-1 mark in NCAA playoff games in the new facility. Last season, the Huskies averaged 3,772 fans in the 4,198 seat facility. SCSU’s first sell-out was on October 2, 2004 against the University of North Dakota.

2005 Husky Notes...





About SCSU: A new football stadium and an NCAA Division II post season appearance were the highlights of the 2004 St. Cloud State University football season and the Huskies hope to continue that success in 2005. SCSU opened Husky Stadium on September 2 with a 49-14 win over the University of Minnesota-Crookston in front of 4,021 fans. SCSU went on to post an 8-3 overall record, rattling off seven straight wins, finish tied for second in the North Central Conference with a 4-2 mark, and hosted the University of North Dakota in the first round of the NCAA Division II football playoffs. The Huskies lost a heartbreaker in the playoffs when UND's Jeff Glas kicked a 32-yard field goal in the second overtime and SCSU's season ended in a 20-17 loss on November 13.





The Huskies return a strong nucleus in 2005 as SCSU returns ten starters on defense and eight starters on offense. “We really return a good nucleus of players this fall,” said seventh year head coach Randy Hedberg. “ We had close to 90 players out during spring practice and we have a pretty veteran group returning,” he added. The Huskies lost three veteran linemen on the offensive side to graduation. SCSU will need to replace four-year starters Jim McCarville at right guard and Cory McLouden at left guard. Both players started every game of their collegiate careers. Matt Henry, a three-year starter at right tackle, played in every game of his collegiate career, making 34 straight starts, and has graduated. Also missing from that front line will be graduated Lucas Leon. A back-up tackle throughout his career, he was a regular on the PAT team since his first year and played in nearly every game of his college experience.








Pre-Season Honors: Several Huskies have received 2005 preseason All-American honors. Leading the way is junior defensive back Mitchell Denne (St. Cloud) who has been named to three preseason teams. Denne has been honored as a Street & Smith’s Division II preseason All-American, a Don Hansen Football Gazette preseason All-American and CollegeSportsReport.com Division II preseason All-American. Senior running back Matt Birkel (Ellsworth, WI) has been honored twice by Don Hansen and CollegeSportsReport.com. Senior quarterback Daniel Kaczor (St. Cloud) and senior wide receiver Ed DeShazer (Milwaukee, WI) were named to the 2005 Don Hansen Football Gazette preseason All-American team.





Huskies Picked Fourth in the NCC: The SCSU Husky Football Team has been tabbed for fourth place in the 2005 North Central Conference preseason media and coaches poll. The University of Nebraska-Omaha and the University of North Dakota shared the top pick in the media poll and UNO had a one point edge in the coaches poll. Nebraska-Omaha is the defending NCC champion, while North Dakota and St. Cloud State were 2004 NCAA playoff participants. North Dakota defeated the Huskies in double overtime in a first round playoff game and advanced to the national semifinal game where UND lost to Pittsburg State.

2005 Team Captains: Four Huskies will serve as captains in 2005. Representing the offense will be #16 senior quarterback Daniel Kaczor (St. Cloud) and #78 senior right tackle Jon Scovill (Wayzata). On defense the Huskies are represented by #54 senior linebacker Mark Henderson (Madison, WI) and #18 senior defensive end Charlie Cosgrove (Minneapolis).





Senior QB Daniel Kaczor: Kaczor started all 11 games for the Huskies during the 2004 season and led SCSU to an 8-3 overall record, second place in the North Central Conference and an NCAA Division II Playoff appearance. He completed 168 of 295 passes for 2,403 yards and 23 touchdowns, becoming only the sixth SCSU quarterback to pass for over 2,000 yards in a season. Kaczor was a second team All-NCC pick. He was named to the Academic All-NCC team and the CoSIDA Academic All-District 5 team.


	


Senior RB Matt Birkel: Birkel is a 2005 Harlon Hill candidate, after rushing for 1,689 yards and 18 touchdowns during the 2004 season. He was a first team All-NCC selection and a Daktronics All-Northwest Region First Team pick in 2004. He became the first Husky to rush for over 1,000 yards since the 1996 season and the sixth player in school history to rush for 1,000 yards in a season. Birkel led the NCC in overall rushing, scoring and scoring TD's, and was seventh in NCAA DII rushing.


	


Senior WR Ed DeShazer: DeShazer started all 11 games in 2004 and caught 41 passes for 698 yards and had a team high nine touchdown catches. He was a first team All-NCC selection and led the NCC in receiving yards per game. DeShazer had a season high seven catches versus Nebraska-Omaha. He has caught 103 passes for 1,581 career yards and 16 TD's, and ranks eighth all-time in pass receiving at SCSU.


	


Junior DB Mitchell Denne: Denne is a 2004 First Team All-NCC pick, Third Team Associated Press Little All-American, Third Team Football Gazette All-American, First Team Football Gazette All-Northwest  Region Team, and a First Team Daktronics, Inc., Division II All-Northwest Region Team selection. He was a starter and key player who led the Huskies in interceptions with seven and tied for the team lead in overall tackles with 85.





2005 Spring Football Award Winners: The Ed Johnson Award and Nick Peterson Lifter of the Year award winners were announced at the conclusion of spring drills. The Ed Johnson Award winner is sophomore offensive lineman Matt Plautz from Appleton, Wisconsin. The award is given to the player showing a true commitment and loyalty to the Husky football program and is chosen by the coaching staff.The Nick Peterson Lifter of the Year is redshirt first year Derek Pawlitzke from Two Rivers, Wisconsin. This award is given to the player who has demonstrated a commitment to improving his play through hard work in the Husky strength and conditioning program, and is also chosen by the coaches.

About WSC: Dan McLauglin is in his first season as a collegiate head coach. McLauglin was the offensive coordinator at Minnesota State, Mankato in 2004 and is a very successful Nebraska High School coach. The Wildcats return 16 starters among 37 returning letterwinners. WSC will have a new quarterback in 2005. Senior Sean McLaughlin, a transfer from South Dakota is listed as the number one quarterback. He replaces three-year starter Brett Edwards who has graduated. All-NSIC running back Zach Molacek returns after rushing for 1,041 yards in 2004. On defense senior linebacker Aaron Rodgers returns. He was a First Team All-NSIC pick in 2004 and ranked second in the league in tackles per game with 11.
