Feb. 19:#4 SCSU 5, #3 Wisconsin 1

In a battle of college hockey titans, the Huskies prevailed by a 5-1 margin at
the Kohl Center in Madison on Feb. 19. Ryan Lasch opened the SCSU scor-
ing in the first period, and Garrett Roe scored the eventual game winner at
2:25 of the second period. Ben Hanowski and Tony Mosey (PPG) also scored
markers in the second period to give the Huskies a 4-1 lead headed in the final
period. In the third period, SCSU’s Brian Volpei carded his fourth goal of the
season at 15:07 with assists from Nick Oslund and Jordy Christian to make it
5-1. UW'’s lone goal was scored in the second period by Derek Stepan. In the
contest, UW outshot the Huskies 38-24, as junior netminder Dan Dunn made
37 big saves in the contest that pushed his season record to 12-2-1. Scott
Gudmandson made 19 saves in the loss for UW. This win marked the first
time since Feb. 17, 2001 that the Huskies had gained a victory in Madison. Of
note, Drew LeBlanc had two assists in the contest for the Huskies. A total of 4
penalties were called in the game (two against each squad).

Feb. 20: #3 Wisconsin 7, #4 St. Cloud State 4

An offensive explosion in the Kohl Center, saw #3 Wisconsin post a 7-4 victory
over #4 on Feb. 20. Garrett Roe got the ball rolling with his 14th goal of the
season at 1:10 of the first period to give the Huskies a 1-0 lead. UW charged
back with two goals in the first period. In the second period, UW made it 3-1
with a goal by Derek Stepan before SCSU’s Oliver Lauridsen closed the gap
with his goal at 19:14 of the second period. This was Lauridsen’s fifth goal in
the last six games. At the buzzer of the second period, Ben Street scored for
UW to make it 4-2. The Huskies cut the lead to 4-3 at 8:15 of the third period
with a marker by Aaron Marvin, but UW made it 5-3 with a goal by Jordy Mur-
ray at 11:35 of the third. The Huskies battled back to 5-4 with a goal by Drew
LeBlanc at 11:54, but the Badgers completed the victory with goals by Andy
Bohmbach and Aaron Bendickson in the final seven minutes of the game. UW
outshot the Huskies 50-23, as Mike Lee made 43 saves (a career high for Lee)
in the contest for SCSU. Gudmandson made 19 saves in the win for UW.

LOWE’S AWARD FINALIST: Senior defender Garrett Raboin,
who is a top 10 finalist for the 2010 Lowe’s Senior CLASS
Award, Garrett Raboin scored his 78th career point with an
assist on Feb. 19. In his career, Raboin has 18 goals and 60
assists. Raboin now ranks fourth among SCSU defenders for
career points at 78. He moves past former Husky and NHL
standout Bret Hedican, who had 77 points from 1988-91. Next
on the list of blueliners is Justin Fletcher, who had 86 points
from 2003-07.

SENIOR SALUTE: The game on March 6, will be Senior Night
for the Huskies, as they salute the 2010 Senior Class of Jon
Ammerman, Craig Gaudet, Ryan Lasch, Ryan Peckskamp

and Garrett Raboin. This group of seniors has helped lead

the Huskies to two NCAA tournament bids and two trip to the
WCHA Final Five. SCSU is 79-54-19 under the leadership of this senior class. This group
has accounted for 100 career goals, 178 career assists and 278 career points since they
arrived on campus in 2006-07. In 2009-10, the SCSU senior class has posted 25 goals, 44
assists and 69 points.

TOP DUNN : SCSU junior Dan Dunn is tied for 2nd in the nation with a winning percentage
of .833 this season. Dunn is 12-2-1 this yeas and has not lost a start since a 4-1 setback
against the Badgers on Nov. 21, 2009. Dunn has only lost one game in WCHA play this
winter and his goals against average this winter is 2.46 and his save rate is .918. In his
career, Dunn is 17-8-4 and he now ranks ninth in the team records for most career wins in
the nets for SCSU - just ahead of Craig Shermon, who had 16 wins from 1987-89 at SCSU.

RANKS SECOND: SCSU senior Ryan Lasch, a 2010 post-season awards candidate, now
has 51 multi-point games in his career at SCSU. Lasch also has 12 multi-point games this
season, as he had 1g/1a on Feb. 19 and two assists on Feb. 20 at UW. Lasch currently
tops the Huskies with 17 goals and 39 points in 2009-10. He also has 22 assists for the
Huskies this winter. The points on Feb. 20 pushed Lasch into second place in the SCSU
team records for career points. Lasch now has 173 career points (76g/97a) as a Husky,
which moves him past SCSU legend Tim Hanus, who had 172 points (73g/99a) from 1988-
92. All-time SCSU point leader Jeff Saterdalen had 179 points as a Husky from 1988-92.
Of note, Lasch still has at least four more games left in 2009-10 to catch up with Saterdalen
in the career point race...One more note on Lasch set a new team record on Feb. 19 by
playing in his 152nd consecutive game at SCSU. The old record of 151 consecutive games
was held by Taj Melson from 1992-96.

HUSKY NOTES: Junior Tony Mosey charted his team-leading 8th power play goal on Feb.
19, He now has 11 goals in 2009-10...Junior Garrett Roe posted his first game winning goal
of the 2009-10 season on Feb. 19. Roe currently leads the club this winter with 23 assists
and he is second on the team with 14 goals and 37 points. Roe has 49 goals and 81 as-
sists as a Husky and he ranks has moved into 8th place in the team scoring charts with 130
career points. Roe moves past Brandon Sampair, who had 129 points from 1997-01...

The victory on Feb. 19 was SCSU’s 20th victory over the season. This marks the eighth
time in the team’s Division | history that the Huskies have posted 20-plus wins in a season.
This also marks the third time during the Bob Motzko era that the Huskies have won 20-
plus games in a season.

HOME ICE: The Huskies clinched home ice in the upcoming WCHA playoffs by virtue of
their 5-1 win at Wisconsin on Feb. 19. This will mark the 10th time since 1990-91 that the
Huskies have earned home ice in the WCHA playoffs. SCSU did not host first round action
last year, and prior to that the Huskies hosted first round action in 2007 and 2008. The
Huskies will be looking to return to the Final Five after missing a bid to the tournament in
2009...nn the subject of the Final Five, SCSU gained trips to the tournament in St. Paul in
2006, 2007 and 2008. SCSU has advanced to the Final Five 11 times since 1994, and the
Huskies made seven consecutive trips to the Final Five from 1996 to 2002.

& 2-ICE HOCKEY

Bob Motzko will begin his fifth season as head coach with the Huskies in 2009-10. The 2006
and 2007 WCHA Coach of the Year, Motzko has guided the Huskies to three WCHA Final Five
appearances, a second place regular season finish in the WCHA in 2007 and a berth in the
2007 and 2008 NCAA Division | tournaments. In four seasons with the Huskies, Motzko has
charted an impressive 101-70-23 overall record and has seen the Huskies ranked among the
nation’s top 20 teams for more than 62 weeks during his tenure at SCSU.

In 2008-09, Motzko led the Huskies to an 18-17-3, 13-13-2 WCHA record. In 2007-08,
Motzko led the Huskies to a 19-16-5 overall record and a fourth place finish in the WCHA at 12-
12-4. SCSU gained home ice in the WCHA playoffs and earned trips to the 2008 WCHA Final
Five and the 2008 NCAA tournament. Ryan Lasch was a Hobey Baker Award Top 10 finalist
and an AHCA All-American in 2008. In 2006-07, Motzko led the Huskies to a 22-11-7 overall
record and a second place record of 14-7-7 in the always rugged WCHA. SCSU advanced to
the WCHA Final Five in 2007, and also gained the team’s first NCAA bid since 2003. In 2007,
Motzko saw SCSU standout Bobby Goepfert named a Hobey Baker Award top 10 finalist.
SCSU freshman forward Andreas Nodl was named the 2007 HCA Division | Rookie of the Year
and the 2007 WCHA Rookie of the Year. SCSU players have already gained All-America honors
three-times during Motzko’s tenure.

In 2005-06, the Huskies earned a 22-16-4 overall record and a 13-13-2 WCHA record in
2005-06. SCSU ranked 14th in the final national college polls in 2005-06, and the Huskies also
advanced to the title game of the 2006 WCHA Final Five - marking SCSU’s first trip to the Final
Five since 2001-02.

A former SCSU hockey player and graduate of St. Cloud State, Motzko served as a men’s
hockey assistant coach at the University of Minnesota since 2001. He was part of two NCAA
Division | national championship teams in 2002 and 2003, and helped the Gophers win WCHA
playoff crowns in 2003 and 2004. His four recruiting classes at Minnesota were considered
among the best in the nation, and Motzko helped produce one Hobey Baker Award winner,
three first team All-Americans, two second team All-Americans and many All-WCHA honorees
at Minnesota.

A 1987 graduate of St. Cloud State University, Motzko was a two-year varsity letterwinner
for the SCSU hockey team from 1984-86. Motzko began his coaching career in 1986-87 as an
assistant coach for the legendary Herb Brooks at SCSU - and also worked with former SCSU
head coach Craig Dahl.

Motzko went on to serve as general manager and head coach of the USHL’s North lowa
Huskies from 1987 through 1991. In 1989, Motzko led the North lowa squad to a United State
Junior A national championship and was named that year’s USHL Coach of the Year.

In 1991, Motzko was named associate head coach at Miami University (Ohio), where he
helped lead the RedHawks to a Central Collegiate Hockey Association title and an NCAA
tournament berth in 1992-93. He served for one season as an associate head coach at the
University of Denver from 1993-94, before returning to Miami University in 1994.

Motzko was named general manager and head coach of the USHL’s Sioux Falls Stampede
in 1998. He led the Stampede to a 77-31-6 record in the team’s first two seasons in the USHL,
and in 2000, Motzko was named the USHL General Manager of the Year. At Sioux Falls, 26
players moved on to college programs around the United States including SCSU standouts
Mike Doyle, Joe Jensen and Dave lannazzo.

A native of Austin, Minn., Motzko and his wife Shelley are the parents of three children. They
currently reside in St. Cloud, Minn.
