LAST YEAR: The Huskies (24-15-5) placed third in the always rugged
Western Collegiate Hockey Association (15-9-4 WCHA). The Huskies
won the first round of the WCHA playoffs vs. Minnesota State, and then
placed 2nd at the WCHA Final Five. In NCAA tournament play, the
Huskies scored a 4-3 double OT win vs. Northern Michigan at the West
Regional, and then lost to Wisconsin by a 5-3 tally in the regional final.
This was the 14th time since 1987-88 that the Huskies have finished
above .500, and the 10th time since 1999-00 that the Huskies have fin-
ished above .500. This also marked the ninth time since 1993-94 that the
Huskies have won 20-plus games.

LAST TIME OUT: The Huskies suffered a pair of defeats
against Colorado College at the NHC in the team’s last outings.
On Dec. 10, the Huskies dropped a 3-0 decision against CC,
and they lost by a 5-2 margin on Dec. 11. The goals for the
Huskies on Dec. 11 were scored by Ben Hanowski in the first
period and Mitch MacMillan on the power play in the third pe-
riod. SCSU hit a team season-high with 45 penalty minutes in
the game on Dec. 11. Mike Lee was the goalie of record in both [\
games with a total of 49 saves in the two games. On Dec. 11, |
Lee came in to relieve SCSU starter Dan Dunn that night a the
NHC...this marked the first time since Dec. 7-8, 2007 that the
Huskies were swept at the NHC in a regular season weekend
series...this series marked the lone regular season meeting
between the Huskies and WCHA rival Colorado College.

A RARE EVENT: Senior goalie Dan Dunn recorded his first

collegiate point with an assist on Ben Hanowski’s first period goal on Dec. 11 vs. Colorado
College. This marks the first time that a SCSU goaltender has posted a point since Jase
Weslosky added a helper against Canisius on Oct. 12, 2007.

A THREE-WAY TIE: Sophomore forward Ben Hanowski snapped an 8-game goal scoring
drought and a five-game point scoring drought with his goal against Colorado College in the
first period on Dec. 11. Hanowski is tied for the team’s goal scoring lead this winter with 6
goals. Teammates Jared Festler and Drew LeBlanc also have six goals apiece this winter
for SCSU.

STOP THE STREAK: SCSU will be looking to break a four-game losing skid on Dec. 29-30
at the Florida tournament. This marks SCSU'’s longest losing streak since a six-game los-
ing run from Nov. 23, 2007 to Dec. 14, 2007.

HUSKIES VS. THE OTHER GUYS: The Huskies have the potential to meet up with op-
ponents from three of the nation’s five college hockey conferences this weekend.

Earlier this year, the Huskies
split a weekend series against ECAC rival Quinnipiac...In games played against schools in
the CCHA, the Huskies are 51-63-7 since 1987-88. Earlier this year, the Huskies lost and
tied to Miami at the NHC...in games played against teams from Hockey East, the Huskies
are 13-15-2.  SCSU has not played any rivals from Hockey East this season. Of note, the
Huskies played Maine in the first round of the 2007 NCAA tournament and suffered a 4-1
loss in the East Regional at Rochester, N.Y.

HUSKY NOTES: Nic Dowd, a resident of Huntsville, Ala., charted two assists in the Hus-
kies’ 5-2 loss to CC on Dec. 11. This was Dowd’s second multi-point game of the season...
freshman forward Mitch MacMillan scored his third goal of the season on Dec. 11 vs. CC...
senior captain Aaron Marvin snapped a five-game point scoring drought with his helper on
MacMillan’s goal on Dec. 11...this will mark just the second time that SCSU and Cornell
have played each other...SCSU coach Bob Motzko previously served as an associate
coach at Miami University.

Bob Motzko will begin season six with the Huskies in 2010-11. The 2006 and 2007 WCHA
Coach of the Year, Motzko has guided the Huskies to four WCHA Final Five appearances, a
second place regular season finish in the WCHA in 2007 and a berth in the 2007, 2008 and
2010 NCAA Division | tournaments. In five seasons with the Huskies, Motzko has charted an
impressive 110-85-26 overall record and has seen the Huskies ranked among the nation’s top
20 teams for more than 71 weeks during his tenure at SCSU.

In 2009-10, SCSU was 24-14-5 and placed 3rd in the WCHA at 15-9-5. SCSU placed 2nd
at the 2010 WCHA Final Five and advanced to the quarterfinals of the 2010 NCAA tournament
thanks to a 4-3 20T win over Northern Michigan at the NCAA West Regional.

In 2008-09, Motzko led the Huskies to an 18-17-3, 13-13-2 WCHA record. In 2007-08,
Motzko led the Huskies to a 19-16-5 overall record and a fourth place finish in the WCHA at 12-
12-4. SCSU gained home ice in the WCHA playoffs and earned trips to the 2008 WCHA Final
Five and the 2008 NCAA tournament. Ryan Lasch was a Hobey Baker Award Top 10 finalist
and an AHCA All-American in 2008. In 2006-07, Motzko led the Huskies to a 22-11-7 overall
record and a second place record of 14-7-7 in the always rugged WCHA. SCSU advanced to
the WCHA Final Five in 2007, and also gained the team’s first NCAA bid since 2003. In 2007,
Motzko saw SCSU standout Bobby Goepfert named a Hobey Baker Award top 10 finalist.
SCSU freshman forward Andreas Nodl was named the 2007 HCA Division | Rookie of the Year
and the 2007 WCHA Rookie of the Year. SCSU players have gained All-America honors three-
times during Motzko’s tenure.

In 2005-06, the Huskies earned a 22-16-4 overall record and a 13-13-2 WCHA record in
2005-06. SCSU ranked 14th in the final national college polls in 2005-06, and the Huskies also
advanced to the title game of the 2006 WCHA Final Five - marking SCSU’s first trip to the Final
Five since 2001-02.

A former SCSU hockey player and graduate of St. Cloud State, Motzko served as a men’s
hockey assistant coach at the University of Minnesota since 2001. He was part of two NCAA
Division | national championship teams in 2002 and 2003, and helped the Gophers win WCHA
playoff crowns in 2003 and 2004. His four recruiting classes at Minnesota were considered
among the best in the nation, and Motzko helped produce one Hobey Baker Award winner,
three first team All-Americans, two second team All-Americans and many All-WCHA honorees
at Minnesota.

A 1987 graduate of St. Cloud State University, Motzko was a two-year varsity letterwinner
for the SCSU hockey team from 1984-86. Motzko began his coaching career in 1986-87 as an
assistant coach for the legendary Herb Brooks at SCSU - and also worked with former SCSU
head coach Craig Dahl.

Motzko went on to serve as general manager and head coach of the USHL’s North lowa
Huskies from 1987 through 1991. In 1989, Motzko led the North lowa squad to a United State
Junior A national championship and was named that year’s USHL Coach of the Year.

In 1991, Motzko was named associate head coach at Miami University (Ohio), where he
helped lead the RedHawks to a Central Collegiate Hockey Association title and an NCAA
tournament berth in 1992-93. He served for one season as an associate head coach at the
University of Denver from 1993-94, before returning to Miami University in 1994.

Motzko was named general manager and head coach of the USHL’s Sioux Falls Stampede
in 1998. He led the Stampede to a 77-31-6 record in the team’s first two seasons in the USHL,
and in 2000, Motzko was named the USHL General Manager of the Year.

A native of Austin, Minn., Motzko and his wife Shelley are the parents of three children. They
currently reside in St. Cloud, Minn.

MOTZKO’S STAFF: Motzko will be assisted this winter by fourth-year coach Mike Gibbons,
1st year coach Steve Johnson. and 2nd-year volunteer goalie coach Kevin Ayers. SCSU'’s
suport staff features tested veteran equipment manager Jeremiah Minkel, athletic trainer Bryan
DeMaine, strength and fitness coordinator Travis Zins and Coordinator of Business and Hockey
Operations Matt Chapman.
