WOMENʼS	HOCKEY	RETURNS	HOME:	 The St. Cloud State University women’s hockey 
team (10-13-1 overall, 7-10-1 WCHA: 6th) returns home after earning its third sweep of the 
season against North Dakota this past weekend. The Huskies now prepare for #3/4 Minnesota 
Duluth, as SCSU will host the Bulldogs for a two-game conference series on Jan. 27-28. Both 
games will be played in the National Hockey Center, with Friday’s game beginning at 7:07 p.m. 
and Saturday’s game beginning at 2:07 p.m.

2005-06	RESULTS:		The Huskies are 10-13-1 overall and 7-10-1 in the WCHA in 2005-
06. The SCSU women’s hockey team ended its 2004-05 season with a 9-22-4 overall 
record and a sixth place fi nish in the WCHA with a 7-18-3 record.

SCSU	SWEEPS	NORTH	DAKOTA: The St. Cloud State University women’s hockey team 
(10-13-1, 7-10-1 WCHA) earned its third WCHA series sweep this weekend against the University 
of North Dakota (5-17-2, 1-15-2 WCHA) with a 9-3 victory on Saturday, Jan. 21 and a 3-2 victory 
on Sunday, Jan. 22 in the Ralph Engelstad Arena.  Head Coach Jason Lesteberg’s career record 
improves to 62-108-15 overall and to 37-82-6 at SCSU. SCSU was led by junior forward and assis-
tant captain Denelle Maguet (St. Rose, Manitoba), who tallied fi ve points in Saturday’s game (1 
g, 4 a). Maguet’s performance on Saturday marked a career high scoring game for her, as well as 
her fi rst playmaker award. The most points ever scored in a game by one individual is six points, 
which was accomplished by former Husky Roxy Stang (2001-2004) on Jan. 9, 2004 against Bemi-
dji State. Sunday’s 3-2 victory marked the fi rst series sweep for the Huskies in 2006 and the third 
series sweep of the season. The Husky’s Ashley Stewart fi nished as the number one star of the 
game, scoring the game-winning goal in the second period and two points in the game. 

McCARTHY	NAMED	WCHA	ROOKIE	OF	THE	WEEK: Megan McCarthy 
(Eden Prairie), a freshman forward on the SCSU women’s hockey team, was re-
cently named the Western Collegiate Hockey Association Rookie of the Week 
for games played January 20-22, 2006.  McCarthy tallied three points this past 
weekend against North Dakota as the Huskies collected their fi rst road sweep 
of the season. McCarthy becomes the fi fth player to earn a WCHA Player of 
the Week award this season.

SCSU	HEAD	COACH	JASON	LESTEBERG:	Jason Lesteberg is coach-
ing in his fourth season (62-108-15 overall/4th season at SCSU: 37-82-6) with 
the Huskies after he joined the St. Cloud State University women’s hockey 
team as the program’s second head coach in July, 2002. Lesteberg was the 
head women’s hockey coach at Bemidji State University in 2001-02, where 
he led the Beavers to the most successful campaign in their brief history.  In 
addition, the Beavers earned a berth in the WCHA Final Five and Lesteberg 
was an NCAA Division I Coach of the Year fi nalist. Prior to becoming the 
head coach at Bemidji State, Lesteberg served as women’s hockey coach at 

the University of Wisconsin-Stevens Point from 2000 to 2001. He led the Pointers to a 13-13-1 
record in their inaugural season of varsity women’s ice hockey competition. He was named the 
NCHA Coach of the Year and was an NCAA Division III Coach of the Year Finalist. A 1996 gradu-
ate of Gustavus Adolphus College, Lesteberg, a Burnsville, Minn., native, was a fi rst team All-
American, College Hockey Player of the Year Finalist, NCAA Division III Player of the Year Finalist, 
Conference Player of the Year, two-time fi rst team All-Conference, and a two-time conference 
scoring champion for the hockey team.

TEAM CAPTAINS:  Senior defender Randie Jelinski, a resident 
of Regina, Sask., is serving as a team captain for the Huskies in 
2005-06.  The alternate captains for this winter are junior goalten-
der Lauri St. Jacques (Sturgeon Falls, Ont.) and junior forward 
Denelle Maguet (St. Rose, Manitoba).

ASSISTANT COACHING STAFF: 
JEFF GIESEN: Jeff “Goose” Giesen, a former assistant coach at 
Saint John’s University in Collegeville, Minn., is in his third season 
as a full-time assistant coach on the SCSU women’s hockey staff. 
Giesen’s primary duties are to work with the Huskies’ defensive 
players and recruiting. Giesen was an assistant coach at Saint 
John’s University from 1992-98 and was an associate head coach 
at SJU from 1998-2003. In addition to his experience at Saint 
John’s, Giesen has worked extensively with the USA Hockey De-
velopment program. The most recent program was with the girls 
15/16 camp in Lake Placid this past summer. In the past, Giesen 
has also worked with the girls’ 17/18 camp in Lake Placid, along 
with numerous USA Hockey boys’ programs. Giesen was also 
the assistant coach for the WCHA All-Stars prior to the start of the 
2005-06 season.

LAURA SLOMINSKI: Laura Slominski joins the staff at SCSU 
after serving as the head girl’s hockey coach at Bloomington-
Kennedy High School in 2004-05. Prior to her tenure at Kennedy 
H.S., Slominski served as an assistant coach for the women’s 
hockey program at St. Olaf College under head coach Tom 
Osiecki from 2002 through 2004. A 2003 graduate of the Univer-
sity of Minnesota, Slominski played for the Golden Gophers from 
1998-2002. A team captain in 2001-02, Slominski helped lead 
Minnesota to WCHA titles in 2001 and 2002, and a national AW-
CHA crown in 2000. As a player, Slominski was invited to partici-
pate in the 2005 USA Hockey National Women’s Festival. 

TOP LINE CONTINUES TO BE CAT-
ALYSTS OF TEAM: On the season, 
SCSU’s front line continues to lead 
the offensive attack. Kristy Oonincx 
leads the Huskies in the scoring cat-
egory with 12 goals and 18 assists. 
After this weekend, Oonincx currently 
ranks #16 in the nation in points per 
game with 1.25 (12-18-30) and #8 
in power play goals with six (0.25 
ppg/g). Hailey Clarkson is second on 
the team with 12 goals and 16 as-
sists, and Denelle Maguet is third on 
the team in scoring with 10 goals and 
14 assists. Coming into this weekend 
series against Minnesota Duluth, Ma-
guet ranks #18 in game-winning goals with 
three on the season (3 in 24 games).

HUSKIES BACK ON WINNING TRACK: With the sweep against 
UND on Jan. 21-22, the Huskies notched their third sweep of the 
season and first sweep in 2006. After winning 10 games this sea-
son, SCSU has already surpassed its total games won from last 
season and have tied its seven WCHA wins from last season.

SCSU’S women’s hockey team (10-13-1 overall, 7-10-1 
WCHA: 6th), after earning its third sweep of the season 
against North Dakota, is looking for  its third straight win 
in the WCHA...this week the Huskies return home to the 
Ntional Hockey Center for a two-game conference series 
against the Minnesota Duluth Bulldogs...the Bulldgos are 
currently 17-4-1 overall and 15-4-1 in the WCHA...Min-
nesota Duluth ranks second in the WCHA, just two points behind leading Wisconsin...
the Bulldogs lead the overall series with SCSU 24-3-1...earlier this season, SCSU lost a 
tough 2-3 game to UMD on Oct. 14,  and fi nished the road series with a 2-4 loss on Oct. 
14...Minnesota Duluth is coming off  a split weekend with Minnesota as UMD beat the 
Gophers 4-2 on Jan. 20 and lost to the Gophers on Jan. 21, 2-0...the Bulldogs currently 
rank #1 in the WCHA with a penalty kill of 91.1% (112/123)...UMD currently ranks #3 in 
the Women’s Hockey Division I USC HO.com poll (as of Jan. 23, 2006) and #4 in the USA 
Today/American Women’s Hockey poll (as of Jan. 17, 2006)...the last time the Huskies 
defeated the Bulldogs was on Feb. 12, 2005 with a 4-3 victory in the National Hockey 
Center (at the time the Bulldogs were ranked #2 in the nation).

JUNIOR	FORWARDS	LEAD	UMD	OFFENSE	ATTACK:	Junior forwards Noemie 
Marin (St. Myacinthe, Quebec) and Jessica Koizumi (Simi Valley, California) 
have been leading the Minnesota Duluth offensive attack this season. Marin, who 
leads the team with 17 goals, has 31 points on the season. Koizumi leads the 
team with 20 assists and also has 31 points tallied. Freshman Michaela Lanzl 
has been a bright spot for the Bulldogs as she has connected for a team second 
best 16 goals and 26 total points. Seeing most of the time in goal for the Bulldogs 
this season has been junior goaltender Riitta Schaublin (Basel, Switzerland). 
A top goalie in the WCHA, Schaublin ranks in the top three of all goaltender 
categories, and is fi rst with a save percentage of .941. On the season, Schaublin 
has accumulated 1282:02 minutes, 547 saves, a 1.54 GAA and a 16-4-1 overall 
record.  

MINNESOTA	DULUTHʼS	HEAD	COACH	SHANNON	MILLER: Shannon Miller 
(University of Saskatchewan, 1985) is in her seventh season with the Bulldogs 
after leading the team to three consecutive NCAA Championship titles (2001, 
2002, & 2003), in only six years at the helm. Miller has compiled an amazing 171-
42-18 record for a whopping .740 winning percentage.
