
HUSKIES HEAD TO NORTHERN IOWA: The St. Cloud State wrestling team will trav-
el to Northern Iowa in Cedar Falls, IA. The meet is set to begin at 9 a.m.

HUSKIES AT RYAN KAUFMAN OPEN: The Huskies (0-1, 0-0 NCC) opened its official
season of meets this past weekend on November 20. The Huskies participated in the
Ryan Kaufman Open took place in Omaha, Neb. Sean Beere represented the Huskies
in the 165-division. He finished with a 3-1 record on the day. Adam Landherr was a
standout for the Huskies wrestline at 157. He finished with a record of 5-1, having to
forfeit his last match. The other two Huskies to earn victories were Brandon Dick and
Nathan Schut. Schut finished with a record of 1-1 wrestling at 165 and Dick finished
with a record of 1-2 wrestling at 125. Other Huskies that participated in the meet were:
Blake Christopherson (0-2, 157), Brian Hanlon (0-2, 174), Brent Johnson (0-3, 133),
Bradley Nowak (0-2, HWT), Garrett Olejriczak (0-2, 149), and Lukas Pohlmeier (0-2,
184).

2004 NCAA REGIONAL RESULTS: For the Huskies at the NCAA Division II North
Regional, which was held at SCSU on Feb. 29, Derek Miller advanced to the NCAA
Division II national meet by placing fourth at 133 pounds. He won his first match 10-9
over Jaime Compean of UM-Morris, then lost in the semifinals to top-seeded Mitch
Waite of UNO 17-5. Miller then beat sixth-seeded Jeremy Kellar of MSU-Moorhead 9-4
to advance to the third-place match where he lost 5-1 to third-seeded Jamie Andersh
of Northern State. The top four finalists adnave to the national meet.  At 197 Mikal
Peterson lost his first match to No. 2-seeded Tim Boldt of South Dakota State, but then
won 7-3 over Cody Ranz of MSU-Moorhead and 5-3 over Cory Wellnitz of Northern
State in the consolation bracket to stay alive. In the consolation semifinals, Peterson
fell 7-1 to 4th-seeded Ben Strandberg of UNO, then placed sixth after losing to fifth-
seeded Tyler Bullerman of Augustana after Peterson got caught and was pinned at
4:51.  Also for SCSU, Seth Cole lost his first match, won his second and then fell in
the wrestlebacks at 149, Dan Duch won his first match and lost in his next two at 165,
Josh Lindquist lost twice at 125, Tom Messerli fell twice at 141, Blake Christopherson
lost twice at 157, Sean Beere lost twice at 174 and Mike Gritti fell twice at 184.  As a
team, SCSU placed 9th with 16 points, while NDSU won the 10-team meet with 140.0
points.

SCSU COACHING STAFF: The Huskies are led this season by Steve Grimit (Western
Illinois, 1987). Grimit is in his 12th season as head coach of the Huskies. Grimit has
led the Huskies to a 62-79 overall/21-48 NCC record since 1993.  In 2003, he led his
wrestling squad to a ninth place finish at the NCAA Championships. Grimit joined the
SCSU staff following four seasons at Valparaiso (IN) University. As the SCSU wrestling
coach, Grimit has enjoyed success during the past eleven seasons. In 1995, Grimit
guided SCSU's Gene Hanemann to an NCAA Division II national title at 158-pounds.
In 1996 and 1997, Grimit coached Andy Reigstad to consecutive runner-up finishes at
the NCAA meet in the 150-pound category. Grimit graduated from Western Illinois
University in 1987 with a bachelor's degree in physical education. He received a mas-
ter's degree in sport management/ athletic administration from WIU in 1988. Grimit and
his wife Kim have two children, Nicole and James.
