
UPCOMING MATCHES:  The St. Cloud State University men's tennis team (4-0) will host 
Minnesota State Mankato on Feb. 13 at 4 p.m.  On Feb. 14, the Huskies will entertain Gustavus 
Adolphus at the Gold's Gym Tennis Center at 10 a.m.  All home matches are played at the Gold's 
Gym Tennis Center in Sartell.  Admission is free and plenty of courtside seating is available for 
spectators in the climate-controlled comfort of the Gold's Gym Tennis Dome.

LAST YEAR:  The Huskies won the final North Central Conference championship in 2008 with 34 
points.  Winona State was second at 26, Minnesota State had 19 and Augustana had 11 points. 
Singles titles were gained by Wojciech Batorski (1st singles), Mike Master (2nd Singles), Joey 
Jachymowski (3rd singles), Ryan Schoenefeld (5th singles) and Shane Ecklund (sixth singles).  
The Huskies also rolled through the doubles competition with victories at all three flights.  The 
victors were Batorski and Master (1st doubles), Jachymowski and Schoenefeld (2nd doubles) and 
Kevin Bauleke and Kevin Lukens (3rd doubles).  SCSU was 16-10 overall and gained an NCAA 
Division II tournament bid.  In first round play, SCSU lost to Wasburn by a 6-0 tally.

COACHING STAFF:  Coach Jerry Anderson ended his 12th season with the Huskies 
in 2008.  Anderson owns a 203-85 record at SCSU.  His squads won NCC titles in 
1998, 1999, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2007 & 2008.  SCSU has also gained 
NCAA tournament bids in 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2007 & 2008.  A 
member of the SCSU tennis team from 1982-84, Anderson served as a team captain 
during his senior season.  At Willmar C.C., Anderson earned All-Region 13 honors 
and earned a trip to the NJCAA nationals in 1981.  Anderson graduated from SCSU 
in 1984, with a degree in P.E., a minor in athletic coaching and driver education 
certification.  He has been an assistant professor at SCSU since 1985.  Anderson is 
a resident of Big Lake.  Assistant coaches for the Huskies this year are Larry 

Sundby, Scott Johnson and Mark Muntifering.

RESULTS LAST WEEK:  The Huskies maintained their winning ways in 2009 with a 6-3 victory 
at home over Luther College on Feb. 7.  On Feb. 8, SCSU posted a 7-2 victory over DIII rival 
Macalester at the Gold's Gym Tennis Center.
