HUSKIES TO HOST MAVERICKS: The St. Cloud State women's tennis team (7-7) will
continue its season with a March 24 date at home against North Central Conference rival
Minnesota State, Mankato. The Huskies will finish the weekend with a March 25 match at
Bemidji State University.

A WIN IN CALIFORNIA: The St. Cloud State University women's tennis team completed
its recent spring break swing through southern California with a 7-2 win over Western New
Mexico. The match was played at a neutral site in Palm Desert, Calif. The Huskies gained
wins in the match from Kim Lindblom (#2 singles), Jenna Vogel (#3 singles), Kristie Eull (#4
singles), Caitlyn Jurgensen (#5 singles) and Katie Casper (#6 singles). SCSU also posted
wins at #2 doubles by Eull and Jurgensen and #3 doubles by Vogel and Casper. On March
6, SCSU opened the week with an 8-1 loss at Westmont College, as Eull and Jurgensen
charted an 8-5 win at #2 doubles. On March 7, the Huskie suffered a 9-0 setback against
Cal Poly Pomona. Prior to their departure for California, SCSU lost a tough 6-3 match
against St. Scholastica.

SCSU NOTES: Newcomer Kristie Eull is 9-4 in singles play this season for the Huskies...
SCSU has qualified for the NCAA regional tournament in 2003, 2004 and 2005. SCSU also
gained an NCAA bid in 1995...long-time head coach Larry Sundby stepped down at SCSU
in 2005. He charted a 311-129 record during his 18 seasons at SCSU. This season he will
serve as an assistant coach to Jerry Anderson for both the men's and women's programs...
several Central Minnesota athletes are on the women's tennis team at SCSU this season.
Those include St. Cloud's Kelley Severson, Foley's Nicole Towne, St. Michael's Kristie Eull
and Staples Jenna Vogel and Jacquelyn Peterson.

COACHING STAFF: Coach Jerry Anderson begins his 1st season as the
SCSU women'’s tennis head coach in 2006, and continues as the men’s ten-
nis head coach in his 9th season with the Huskies. As the men’s coach, his
squads have won NCC titles in 1998, 1999, 2002, 2003, 2004 and 2005.
SCSU has also gained NCAA tournament bids in 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004 and
2005. A member of the SCSU tennis team from 1982-84, Anderson served as
\ a team captain during his senior season. At Willmar C.C., Anderson earned

All-Region 13 honors and earned a trip to the NJCAA nationals in 1981.
Anderson graduated from SCSU in 1984, with a degree in P.E., a minor in
athletic coaching and driver education certification. He has been an assistant professor at SCSU
since 1985. Anderson is a resident of Big Lake.
