2006 SCSUMEN'S TENNIS TEAM NEWS

Release Date: March 28, 2006

BIG REGIONAL SHOWDOWN: The St. Cloud State men's tennis team, which is ranked
fifth in the region in the latest ITA poll, will have a key North Central Region showdown this
weekend in Sioux Falls, S.D. On April 1, the Huskies will play Washburn, the region's sec-
ond ranked team, in a neutral site match at Augustana College in Sioux Falls. SCSU will
also play NCC rival Augustana on April 1. SCSU currently owns a 14-2 overall record.

HUSKIES GAIN TWO MORE WINS: On March 24, the Huskies enjoyed a 9-0 win over
NCC rival Minnesota State Mankato on the courts at the Gold's Gym Tennis Complex in
nearby Sartell. Tony Larson gained a 6-0, 6-1 win at #1 singles, while Michael Engdahl
won 6-2, 6-0 at #2 singles. Travis Marohl (#3), Joey Jachymowski (#4), Kevin Lukens (#5)
and Kris Johnson (#6) also gained straight set wins in singles play. In doubles play, SCSU
gained three wins at #1 doubles (Larson/Jachymowski), #2 doubles (Marohl/Engdahl) and
#3 doubles (Lukens/Ryan Schoenfelder). On March 25, SCSU rolled to a 7-2 win over the
#7 ranked team in the region Winona State. Larson, the #2 ranked singles player in the
region, gained a 6-3, 6-2 win over Gage Davidson - the sixth ranked player in the region.
Engdahl (#2), Marohl (#3) and Jachymowski (#4) all won in singles play. Larson and
Jachymowski won 8-5 at #1 doubles, while Engdahl and Marohl won 8-4 at #2. Lukens and
Johnson completed the win with an 8-4 win at #3 doubles.

TEAM NOTES: In the most recent ITA national poll, Tony Larson (16-0 in singles play

this season) ranks 43rd. He is ranked second in the region behind UN-Kearney's William
Jacome. In doubles, Larson and Joey Jachymowski ranked eighth in the region with a 15-1
record at #1 doubles...on the subject of rankings, SCSU owns a fifth place ranking in the
March 24 regional poll of the season released by the ITA. UN-Kearney is ranked first in the
region, while Washburn is ranked second. SCSU will play Washburn this weekend, and
on April 7, the Huskies will host #4 ranked Northwest Missouri State...SCSU’s 12 NCC titles
is best among league teams, and breaks the old tie of 10 along with Augie, UNC and
UND...SCSU has won four consecutive NCC championships under the leadership of Jerry
Anderson, and they have also advanced to the NCAA Regional tournament in 2001, 2002,
2003, 2004 and 2005. Last year, the Huskies won their first-ever regional match with a 5-2
victory against Colorado University-Colorado Springs in a match played at St. Cloud...SCSU
swept the NCC tournament last year, winning first place at every flight. Returning champs
include Tony Larson (#1 singles/#1 doubles), Michael Engdahl (#3 singles/#3 doubles),
Travis Marohl (#4 singles), Joey Jachymowski (#5 singles/#1 doubles), Dan Boulay (#6
singles/#3 doubles).

COACHING STAFF: Coach Jerry Anderson begins his 9th season with the
Huskies in 2006. Anderson owns a 155-63 record at SCSU. His squads have
won NCC titles in 1998, 1999, 2002, 2003, 2004 and 2005. SCSU has also
gained NCAA tournament bids in 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004 and 2005. A member
of the SCSU tennis team from 1982-84, Anderson served as a team captain dur-
; ing his senior season. At Willmar C.C., Anderson earned All-Region 13 honors
\ and earned a trip to the NJCAA nationals in 1981. Anderson graduated from
SCSU in 1984, with a degree in P.E., a minor in athletic coaching and driver edu-
cation certification. He has been an assistant professor at SCSU since 1985.
Anderson is a resident of Big Lake.
