UPCOMING MATCHES: The St. Cloud State University women’s tennis team (8-1) will venture
north to the Twin Ports this weekend. On Feb. 25, the Huskies will play at St. Scholastica
(6:30p.m.) and on Feb. 26, the Huskies will play at Minnesota Duluth for a 9 a.m. match.

SUNDBY WINS 300TH: St. Cloud State women's tennis coach Larry Sundby reached another
career milestone this weekend, as he collected his 300th career win with the Huskies. Sundby
posted career win 300 with a big 8-1 win over Minnesota State, Moorhead on Feb. 19, at the
Gold's Gym Tennis Complex in Sartell. In his 18th season with the Huskies, Sundby has a career
record of 301-121 at St. Cloud State. A graduate of SCSU and former tennis ;
player on the men's team for the Huskies, Sundby is in his 27th season of
coaching. Prior to joining the staff at SCSU, Sundby coached at the high school
level. His teams now have a overall career record of 432-164. Against
Moorhead, SCSU gained big wins in singles play from Kelley Severson (#2),
Sara Eull (#3), Jenna Vogel (#4), Kim Lindblom (#5) and Katie Casper (#6).
SCSU also posted wins at #1, #2 and #3 doubles. Also on Feb. 19, the Huskies
gained a major 6-3 win over Nebraska-Kearney at the Gold's Gym Tennis
Complex. UNK was ranked #8 in the ITA preseason region poll this year.

Eull (#2), Severson (#3), Vogel (#4), Lindblom (#5) and Alyssa Achman (#6) all
gained wins in singles play. In double action, Nicole Lechner and Severson posted a big 8-4 win
at #1. To cap the weekend, SCSU posted a 6-3 win over St. Olaf at Gold's Gym on Feb. 18. Eull
(#2), Severson (#3), Vogel (#4) and Lindblom (#5) were all winners in singles play, while SCSU
also charted wins at #1 and #3 doubles.

TEAM NOTES: SCSU will take its annual trip to Florida for a series of matches over Spring
Break on March 6-11...SCSU has added a home match against Winona State on March 19...
Lechner and Sara Eull have been designated as team captains in 2005...SCSU gained its second
consecutive NCAA Division Il tournament bid in 2004. Overall, SCSU has been invited to the
NCAA tournament three times. The other trip to the NCAAs was in 1995...both Lechner and Eull
have notched over 100 career wins at SCSU...SCSU posted its 17th consecutive winning season
in 2004, which featured an 18-7 record. At the NCC championships, the Huskies placed third
behind first place UND and runner-up Nebraska-Omaha...fans, mark April 22-23 on your calen-
dars since that is when the Huskies will host the 2005 North Central Conference championships
at Gold’s Gym. The tournament will be making a return to St. Cloud for the first time in over two
seasons.

COACHING STAFF: St. Cloud State women’s tennis coach Larry Sundby
begins his 18th season with the Huskies in 2005. In 18 seasons at SCSU,
Sundby has compiled a 301-121 record and led the Huskies to three North
Central Conference titles in 1988, 1990 and 1991. He was voted the North
Central Conference Coach of the Year in 1988 and 1991. Sundby has
also led SCSU to NCAA Division Il tournament bids in 1995, 2003 and
2004. Sundby is in his 27th season overall as a high school and collegiate
tennis coach. As a tennis coach, his teams have compiled a 429-164 over-
all record He was recognized as the Minnesota High School Girl’s Class AA Tennis Coach
