UPCOMING MATCHES: The St. Cloud State women'’s tennis team (9-2) will head south on
March 6-11, for a series of matches in the Orlando, Fla. area. On March 6, the Huskies will play
Wittenberg College, followed by a March 7 date against St. Mary’s (Ind.). On March 8, SCSU wiill
battle Grand Valley State and on March 10, the Huskies will play at St. Leo’s. To end the trip,
SCSU will play Sacred Heart onn March. 11.

HUSKIES SPLIT BY THE LAKE: SCSU posted a split on Superior this weekend, as the Huskies
beat Minnesota-Duluth by a 5-4 tally on Feb. 26, in Duluth. On Feb. 25, the Huskies suffered a
tough 7-2 loss to St. Scholastica at the Arrowhead Indoor Tennis Complex. 3
Against UMD, Nicole Lechner (#1), Kelley Severson (#2), Kim Lindblom (#5) ‘
and Alyssa Achman (#6) all had big wins in singles play. Lechner and Severson ||
brought home the win with an 8-6 win at #1 doubles over UMD's Kara Skildum
and Kim Hagedorn...in play against SSC, the Huskies’ Lindblom posted a 6-1, 6-
3 win at #4 singles. Jenna Vogel added SCSU'’s other win with a marathon 6-4,
3-6, 1-0 (10-4) win over SSC’'s Amber Erickson at #5 singles.

TEAM NOTES: Kim Lindblom has made a quick impact at SCSU in 2005. The
first year player from Fergus Falls is a perfect 10-0 in singles play this season,
which includes big wins over UMD and SSC this past weekend...SCSU wiill take its annual trip to
Florida for a series of matches over Spring Break on March 6-11...SCSU has added a home
match against Winona State on March 19...
