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Huskies to Compete at Minnesota This Weekend: The St. Cloud “
State University men’s and women’s track and field teams will compete on the
University of Minnesota campus this weekend. On Friday, Feb. 22, the St. Cloud
State men will compete at the Snowshoe Open at the University Fieldhouse begin-
ning at 5:00 p.m. On Saturday, Feb. 23, the St. Cloud State women will compete
at the Parent’s Day Open beginning at 9:45 a.m.

Event Start Times: On Friday, the competition will get underway at 5:00 p.m. with
the field events followed by the running events at 5:15. Saturday the women’s
field events get underway at 10:00 a.m. and the running events commence at
10:45 a.m.

The Huskies to Date: Sophomore sprinter Gabe Udia (Inver Grove Heights) and
senior Amanda Kunkel (Eden Prairie) have had consistent performances to date
in the 60 meter dash and shot put, respectively. Udia has won four races and
finished second in two others. Kunkel has wins in both the shot put (twice) and
weight throw and has two fourth place finishes in the shot.

School Records Set: St. Cloud State established two new records in the women’s
indoor track record book on Feb. 9. Kunkel broke her own record in the weight
throw with a mark of 51’ 10 1/2” at the Husky Open. Her old mark of 50’8 3/4”
was set in 2006. The women’s distance medley of Paula Marozas, Cheryl Hundt,
Holly Dombrovski and Emily Winans set a new mark of 12:54.04. The old mark of
13:15.84 was established in 2006 and Winans was a member of that relay team.

Provisional Qualifiers: Two Huskies have met provisional qualifying marks this
season. Sophomore sprinter Gabe Udia (Inver Grove Heights) has met the provi-
sional mark in the 60 meter dash. Senior thrower Amanda Kunkel (Eden Prairie) is
a provisional qualiifier in the shot put.

National Performance List: Kunkel currently ranks seventh on the NCAA perfor-
mance list in the shot put with a mark of 14.16 meters. Udia ranks 14th on the
NCAA 60 meter performance list with his time of 6.85.

Conference Performance List: Kunkel ranks first on the North Gentral Conference
performance list in the shot put this week and is fourth in the weight throw. Udia
is first in the 60 meters and fifth in the 200 meters on the NCC performance list.
First-year Fred Williams (Milwaukee, WI) is second on the conference perfor-
mance list in the long jump. Sophomores Adam Kershaw (Foley) and Mitch Bruzik
(Alexandria) are fourth and fifth in the shot put.

On the Horizon: The North Central Conference Indoor Track and Field Champion-
ships are next up for the Huskies. Minnesota State University, Mankato will host
the even on Feb. 29 and March 1.
