ON TAP: The Huskies will compete a little
closer to home with a Friday evening dual at St.
John’s. In the latest poll, the Johnnies were the
sixth ranked team in Division Ill. They went 1-2
at the National Duals, winning their first match
before dropping the next two.

DATES COMING UP: With the Huskies getting
ready to start their home slate soon, two special
events will be held in conjunction with those
dates.

HUSKIES TAKE DOWN #13 FINDLAY, FALL
TO #6 CENTRAL OKLA-
HOMA AND #5 WESTERN
STATE AT NATIONAL
DUALS: The #12 Huskies
traveled to the University of
Northern lowa last weekend
for the National Duals, going
1-2 in the comforts of the UNI
Dome.

The Duals, featuring the

top 16 teams in the coun-
try, opened with the Huskies taking on #6
Central Oklahoma in the first round. Brad
Padgett (Buckley, Wash.) at 184 Ibs., and Luke
Munkelwitz (Forest Lake) at 197 were the only
two Huskies to post a victory, as the Bronchos
cruised to a 33-8 victory.

SCSU drew #13 Findlay in the first
round of consolation bouts,
and cruised to a 30-6 victory.
Eight of the 10 matches were
won by Husky grapplers, led
by Gabe Suarez (Las Vegas)
tech fall triumph at 141 Ibs.
The day and tournament
came to an end for SCSU
against #5 Western State
with a 21-18 setback. The 10 matches within
the dual were split 5-5, but Western took two
matches by fall, compared to four minor deci-
sion and one victory by fall for the Huskies.

WILLIAMS POSTS PERFECT DAY: Josh
Williams (Banks, Ore.) was the only wrestler to

leave Cedar Falls without a blemish. After sitting
out the Central Oklahoma dual, Williams won
his next two matches to bring his record to 9-1
on the season.

RANKED ‘RASSLERS TOPPLED:

With all the top teams in Division Il wrestling
present, many of the ranked wrestlers were in
action. The Huskies’ #8 Tad Merritt (Canby),
beat #7 Justin Shannon of Findlay 5-3 at 165
Ibs., and #3 Brad Padgett topped #4 Hiram
Smith 6-1 at 184 Ibs. Derek Skala (Owatonna)
also put a scare into #6 Larry Wilbanks of
Western State, losing a narrow, 3-2 match at
174 Ibs.

RIDGEWATER OPEN RESULTS: While the
Husky starters were at the National Duals,
several other members of the Huskies were in
action at the Ridgewater Open in Willmar. Four
Huskies placed on the afternoon, led by Ted
Saatzer’s (Mound) second place finish. Other
Huskies placing were: Justin Jones (Onamia)
- fourth, Matt Jackson (Oakdale) - fifth, and
Brandon McVey (Mound) who checked in at
sixth. Adam Hill (Sauk Rapids) also competed,
but did not place at the event.

HEAD COACH STEVE
COSTANZO: Steve
Costanzo is in his third

| season as the Husky head
b | wrestling coach. He is
the 13th coach in the his-
tory of the St. Cloud State
University wrestling pro-
gram, which dates back to
1949-50.

Costanzo begins his tenth season overall
as a head coach. He has an overall record of
78-39-2 while coaching 82 National Qualifiers,
34 All-Americans, 2 National Champions and
22 Academic All-Americans.

A graduate of the University of
Nebraska-Omaha, Costanzo was a three-
time All-American wrestler for the Mavericks
placing seventh in 1993, third in 1994 and
third in 1995 at the NCAA Championships.

In 1994 and 1995, Costanzo earned North
Central Conference titles while serving as his
team captain. He was named the Nebraska
Collegiate Wrestler of the Year in 1994 and
was inducted into the Nebraska Wrestling Hall
of Fame in 2006. Costanzo still ranks as high
as sixth on UNO’s all-time win list with 133 vic-
tories as a collegiate wrestler.
