2008-09 SCSU WRESTLING TEAM NEWS

Release Date: December 15, 2008

ON TAP: The #12 St. Cloud State Wrestling
team will have the holidays off, as they finished
the 2008 portion of their schedule. They will
head West to California for their next action on
January 4 at the Menlo Invitational.

MERRITT, MUNKELWITZ CAPTURE TITLES
AT HUSKY OPEN: SCSU had yet another
successful run at the Husky Open Saturday,
with eight wrestlers placing and two individual
3 5 champions.
Tad Merritt (Canby) won the
165 Ibs. title and the tour-
nament’s Most Outstanding
Wrestler award after defeat-
ing sixth ranked Corey
VanGroll of UW-Parkside in
the final. Merritt recorded two
pins and a technical fall vic-
tory en route to the award.
Luke Munkelwitz was the other SCSU champ,
as he won at 184 Ibs. Munkelwitz won several
tough matches en route to his championship,
winning four of his five matches by three points
or less.
The title for Merritt was his second of the sea-
son and fifth of his career. For Munkelwitz it
was his first open title in his career.

WILLIAMS’ FIRST TIME OUT GARNERS
SECOND PLACE FINISH: Josh Williams
(Banks, Ore.) hit the mat for the first time this
season after returning from an 07-08 cam-
paign in which he qualified for the National
Tournament at 133 Ibs.

Williams responded by winning his three match-
es before falling to Division Ill top-ranked Travis
Lang in the final.

HOST OF HUSKIES PLACE: Five other
Huskies placed in the top six of their weight

on Saturday. Those wrestlers included Jake
Roberts (Jordan), Joe Andersen (Bemidiji),
John Sundgren (Blaine), Chad Kubasch (New
Germany) and Derek Skala (Owatonna).
Roberts followed up his title from the Dragon
Open last weekend with a third place finish at
149 Ibs. Roberts went 5-1, defeating UW-Eau
Claire’s Andy Johnston in the third place match.
Andersen, also wrestling at 149 Ibs., posted his
first placing of the year with a sixth place mark.
Andersen lost his first match then proceeded
to battle through wrestlebacks with four straight
wins before losing to Roberts and Concordia’s
Justin Berns.

Sundgren took third at 157 Ibs., as he lost to

eventual champion Jason Adams of Augsburg
in the semifinal. He then rebounded for two vic-
tories to capture third.

Kubasch lost in the 157 Ibs. quarterfinals,

but rebounded for two wins before losing to
Sundgren in the wrestleback semifinal. Kubasch
then came back to beat Ponce Orlando in the
fifth place bout.

Skala capped off the Husky placers with a third
place mark at 174 Ibs. Skala lost in the cham-
pionship semis, and needed double overtime to
take the third place match over UW-Parkside’s
Luke Rynish, who he had beat earlier in the
day.

SUNDGREN WRESTLER OF THE WEEK;
HUSKIES RANKED 12th: It was a big week of
awards for SCSU as the Huskies were ranked
12th in the latest NCAA Division Il Poll. John
Sundgren also took home NSIC Wrestler of the
Week honors and was the third ranked wres-
tler in D-Il at 157 Ibs. Brad Padgett (Buckley,
Wash.) was also ranked at 184 Ibs., coming in
at third. SCSU, Sundgren and Padgett all held
their spots from the preseason poll.

HEAD COACH STEVE
COSTANZO: Steve
Costanzo is in his third
season as the Husky head
wrestling coach. He is
the 13th coach in the his-
tory of the St. Cloud State
University wrestling pro-
gram, which dates back to
1949-50.

Costanzo begins his tenth season overall
as a head coach. He has an overall record of
78-39-2 while coaching 82 National Qualifiers,
34 All-Americans, 2 National Champions and
22 Academic All-Americans.

A graduate of the University of
Nebraska-Omaha, Costanzo was a three-
time All-American wrestler for the Mavericks
placing seventh in 1993, third in 1994 and
third in 1995 at the NCAA Championships.

In 1994 and 1995, Costanzo earned North
Central Conference titles while serving as his
team captain. He was named the Nebraska
Collegiate Wrestler of the Year in 1994 and
was inducted into the Nebraska Wrestling Hall
of Fame in 2006. Costanzo still ranks as high
as sixth on UNQ’s all-time win list with 133 vic-
tories as a collegiate wrestler.
