HUSKIES POST 2-0 NSIC 
WEEKEND: #11 St. Cloud 

State opened its home slate of duals and its 
first season in the NSIC with two solid perfor-
mances. The Huskies went 2-0 this past week-
end by defeating Northern State 39-6 on Friday 
and handling Mary 38-13 Sunday afternoon at 
Halenbeck Hall. The wins extend the Husky 
stretch to three with four wins in the last five 
duals.
Brad Padgett (Buckley, Wash.) lived up to his 
billing, as the third ranked 184-pound wrestler in 
the country posted two wins via fall to lead the 
Husky charge.
Five other Huskies went 2-0 including Gabe 
Suarez (Las Vegas), Jake Roberts (Jordan), 
John Sundgren (Blaine), Derek Skala 
(Owatonna) and Tad Merritt (Canby). 

FALLING FOR YOU (AND THE HUSKIES): 
This season, St. Cloud State’s aggressive style 
had opponents’ backs to the mat in record 
fashion. The Huskies have posted 95 falls as 
a team, a new single-season team record, 
breaking the mark set by last year’s squad. 

Two regulars have stood out for SCSU as John 
Sundgren has 13 on the year and Tad Merritt 
has 15. Sundgren led the team last year with 10 
falls and Merritt, wrestling unattached as a red-
shirt, has tripled his total from last year with 15. 

MORE OPEN ACTION FOR THE HUSKIES: 
Along with the remaining duals, several Huskies 
will compete in the upcoming North Country 

Open. Tad Merritt and Luke 
Munkelwitz both secured 
third place marks, and Jake 
Roberts took second at last 
year’s North Country. The 
open is hosted by St. John’s 
University and will take place 
this Saturday in Collegeville, 
Minn. 

HEAD COACH STEVE COSTANZO: Steve 
Costanzo is in his third season as the Husky 
head wrestling coach.  He is the 13th coach 
in the history of the St. Cloud State University 
wrestling program, which dates back to 1949-
50.   

Costanzo begins his tenth season overall 
as a head coach.  He has an overall record 

of 83-42-2 while coaching 
82 National Qualifiers, 34 
All-Americans, 2 National 
Champions and 22 
Academic All-Americans.

A graduate of the 
University of Nebraska-
Omaha, Costanzo was a 
three-time All-American 
wrestler for the Mavericks  

placing seventh in 1993, third in 1994 and 
third in 1995 at the NCAA Championships.  
In 1994 and 1995, Costanzo earned North 
Central Conference titles while serving as his 
team captain. He was named the Nebraska 
Collegiate Wrestler of the Year in 1994 and 
was inducted into the Nebraska Wrestling Hall 
of Fame in 2006. Costanzo still ranks as high 
as sixth on UNO’s all-time win list with 133 vic-
tories as a collegiate wrestler.
