2008-09 SCSU WRESTLING TEAM NEWS

ON TAP: After a season of success and fine
individual performances, expectations came to
fruition Sunday in Marshall as eight of the nine
Huskies that competed qualified for the Division
Il Championships in two weeks in Houston,
Texas. The Huskies will try to improve upon a
12th place mark from last year’s appearance
that featured seven Huskies making a splash
on the national scene.

THEY’VE GOT IT (THE
RIGHT STUFF): Of the eight Husky grapplers
that qualified, two stood out on Sunday. Gabe
Suarez (Las Vegas) and Brad Padgett (Buckley,
Wash.) captured regional titles at 141 Ibs. and
184 Ibs. respectively. For the second ranked
Padgett it was his second straight regional title,
as he will look to top his fourth place finish last
year.

HANGIN’ TOUGH(ER) AT THE TOURNEY: In
the team phase of the region tournament, the
Huskies took second place with 112.0 points.
Regular season dual champion Minnesota State
also took the region title by qualifying all 10 of
its wrestlers and posting 135.5 points. Upper
lowa took third with 97.0 points followed by
Augustana with 89.0 points. MSU Moorhead,
Northern State, Southwest Minnesota and Mary
rounded out the team standings.

IF YOU GO AWAY: Along with Suarez and
Padgett, six other Huskies are leaving for
Houston next week. Josh Williams (Banks, Ore.
/133 Ibs.), Jake Roberts (Jordan / 149 Ibs.) and

Merritt (Canby / 165 Ibs.) and
John Sundgren (Blaine / 157
Ibs.) took third place while
Luke Munkelwitz (Forest
Lake) came back to win his
true fourth place match at
197 Ibs. to qualify for his first
national tournament.

LET’S TRY IT AGAIN: Five qualifiers are mak-
ing their second straight appearance at the
championships with Brad Padgett and John
Sundgren trying to duplicate All-America per-
formances. Josh Williams, Gabe Suarez and
Derek Skala are the other two grapplers making
their second straight appearances.

WHERE DO | GO FROM HERE?: Three other
Huskies reached at least one of their goals and
look to expand on the success. Jake Roberts,

Tad Merritt and Luke Munkelwitz are all making
their first appearance on the nationwide scene.

HEAD COACH STEVE COSTANZO: Steve
Costanzo is in his third
season as the Husky head
wrestling coach. He is
the 13th coach in the his-

| tory of the St. Cloud State
b | University wrestling pro-
gram, which dates back to
1949-50.

Costanzo begins his
tenth season overall as a
head coach. He has an overall record of 86-
43-2 while coaching 90 National Qualifiers, 34
All-Americans, 2 National Champions and 22
Academic All-Americans.

A graduate of the University of
Nebraska-Omaha, Costanzo was a three-
time All-American wrestler for the Mavericks
placing seventh in 1993, third in 1994 and
third in 1995 at the NCAA Championships.

In 1994 and 1995, Costanzo earned North
Central Conference titles while serving as his
team captain. He was named the Nebraska
Collegiate Wrestler of the Year in 1994 and
was inducted into the Nebraska Wrestling Hall
of Fame in 2006. Costanzo still ranks as high
as sixth on UNQO’s all-time win list with 133 vic-
tories as a collegiate wrestler.
