2005-06 SCSU Wrestling news 
Release Date: Feb. 27, 2006 - SEASON FINAL

HUSKIES FINISH SEASON: The St. Cloud State wrestling team (0-8, 0-3 NCC) finished its 2005-
06 season with an eighth place finish at this year’s NCAA Division II North Regional, which was 
held at Nebraska-Omaha on Sunday, Feb. 26.  Nebraska-Omaha won the tournament with 139.5 
points, while Augustana was second at 119.0.  Mankato placed third at 118.5 and Upper Iowa was 
fourth at 93.5.  To complete the field, Moorhead was fifth at 75.5 and Southwest Minnesota State 
was sixth at 41.0.  Northern State placed seventh at 40.5 and SCSU placed eighth at 11.0.  No SCSU 
wrestlers qualified for advancment to this year’s NCAA DII nationals.   The top four in each weight 
class advanced to the National Tournament March 10-11 in Findlay, Ohio.  For complete results

2005-06 RESULTS: SCSU was 0-8 in dual meet competition this season, and the Huskies were 
0-3 in NCC action.  Last year, SCSU was 0-7 overall and 0-5 in the North Central Conference dual 
meet season.  The Huskies placed sixth at the 2005 NCAA Division II North Regional, and also 
placed 30th at the 2005 NCAA Division II championships.

SCSU COACH STEVE GRIMIT: Grimit finishes his 13th season as head wres-
tling coach at St. Cloud State University.  He owns a 63-96 career record and a 
21-56 record in NCC dual meet play.  In addition to his duties as wrestling coach, 
he also serves as an assistant football coach responsible for the defensive line.  
At SCSU, Grimit has coached numerous All-America athletes, including 1995 
NCAA Division II national champion Gene Haneman at 165-pounds.  A consis-
tent top 20 placer at the NCAA meet, Grimit led SCSU to a ninth place finish at 
the NCAA Division II championships in 2003.  Prior to joining the St. Cloud State 

staff, Grimit was the head wrestling and assistant football coach at Valparaiso University in Indiana, 
an  NCAA Division I program.  Grimit attended Iowa Central College, where he wrestled for two sea-
sons.  He then transferred to Western Illinois University where he posted a 39-2 record.  Grimit also 
played college football at Western Illinois University.  After the wrestling program at Western Illinois 
was dropped, Grimit transferred to Illinois State University where he was a NCAA Division I national 
qualifier.  Grimit graduated from Western Illinois University in 1987 with a bachelor's degree in 
physical education.  He received a master's degree in sports management and athletic administra-
tion from WIU in 1988.  Grimit, and his wife Kim, reside in St. Cloud with their two children, Nicole 
and James. 

AT THE REGIONAL:  SCSU was led at the 2006 NCAA Division II North Regional by Brent John-
son at 133-pounds, who lost his first round match but came back with a win in the wrestlebacks.  
He lost his second round wrestleback match, but then came back in the match for fifth place with 
an 11-7 decision over Logan Hayman of Northern State.  At 149-pounds, Tom Messerli placed sixth 
at the tournament.  He lost his first round match, and then returned in the wrestlebacks with a 
win and a loss.  In the battle for fifth place, Messerli lost by a fall to Cory Schmitz of Upper Iowa.  
In the other brackers Nick Wasche (125-pounds), Shad Tappe (141-pounds), Shane Tappe (157-
pounds), Tom Anderson (165-pounds), Jason Moore (174-pounds), Neil Russell (184-pounds), and 
Jairo Sandoval (197-pounds) all posted 0-2 records at the regional. 

HUSKY BITES: SCSU senior Nate Schut placed fourth at the 2005 SCSU Invitational with a 2-1 
record.  He had to default in the match for third place at 165-pounds.  Jairo Sandoval placed fifth 
at 174, as he tallied a default win over Cody Pahan of Ridgewater in the fifth place match...Tom 
Messerli was fifth at 133-pounds thanks to a solid 5-0 win over Northern State’s Mark Burkhart 
in the fifth place match ...Nick Wasche placed second at 125-pounds at this year’s North Country 
Open at SJU...Shad Tappe and Shane Tappe are brothers from Detroit Lakes, Minn...Jason Moore 
ended his season with a solid 10-5 record at 174-pounds.  He joined the team in January after 
transfering from St. Olaf College.
