Eligibility Requirements 

All students, faculty and staff of St. Cloud State 
University and St. Cloud Technical College are 
eligible to participate in any Intramural sport.  Stu-
dents must carry a minimum of one credit to be 
eligible to participate in any intramural sport.  All 
participants must present a valid University I.D. 
card before engaging in Intramural programs.

Open League  
An open league is a league that has no specific 
number of males or females required to participate 
and consists of any combination of either gender. 

A league is a 4-5 week pool play tournament with a single-elimination tournament to finish the season.  
Pool play results determine a teams ranking for the tournament and the winner is declared the Intramural 
Champion.  League Champions are awarded an Intramural Champion t-shirt and  are inducted into the 
SCSU Intramural Hall of Champions.
