Paralegals are virtually dispensable to the cost-effective delivery of legal services in cities from Honolulu to New York.  The U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics projects that the number of paralegal positions will increase 28% through 2018.  Currently, the national average salary for paralegals is $44,480, and freelance paralegal professionals trained by The Center for Legal Studies average significantly more across the board. The average salary for an entry-level Paralegal in Florida is rising.
