Session Abstract (50 words) for Program: 

This panel/discussion will be showcasing different approaches in major programs in different colleges for addressing the Upper Division Writing Requirement (UDWR).  Discussion of approval and assessment policies for UDWR will be included.

SCSU is currently making formally operational the upper division writing requirement originally adopted with the conversion to semester scheduling.
