• In 2009, our Summer program will offer classes at 

all five levels, from high beginner to advanced.  
• Placement test results will determine every student’s 

appropriate level. Applicants must demonstrate 
sufficient knowledge of English reading and writing 
to be admitted to Level 1. 

• If your application meets all the admissions criteria, 
you will receive a Visa Eligibility Form (I-20). 
Please take the I-20 and the SEVIS receipt to your 
scheduled interview at the American Embassy or 
Consulate in your country to request an F-1 visa.  

• A successful completion of the IEC Program 
substitutes a TOEFL requirement for admission to 
SCSU degree programs.  

• Conditional admission to the university is possible.

• A $70 application fee, payable to Intensive English 

Center. If you are in the US, the application fee is 
$30. 

• A copy of your high school diploma, a college 
transcript, or a diploma

• A copy of your passport page with your name 
• (Optional) You may also send to our address a 

separate application for a degree program. One 
financial statement is sufficient, but please attach a 
separate application fee, payable to SCSU.

1. To receive an I-20 on time, send us application 
documents at least 3 months before the program begins. 
2. Please send application documents via international 
express mail.  
3. Payment must reach our office 2 weeks before the 
program begins to ensure your full participation. 
4. If you do not receive an I-20 for four weeks, please 
contact us at iec@stcloudstate.edu 
5. Students must pay Program fees and Health Insurance 
in full before being admitted to class. 
6. Dorm in summer is available for  approx. $650. 
Summer Housing applications are available in the 
Residential Life Office in March or email 
reslife@stcloudstate.edu for more information.
