MME Faculty Commitments to our Students
The faculty members of the Mechanical and Manufacturing Engineering Department at St. Cloud State University hereby commit to the following guiding principles:
1. Return collected student work (homework, quizzes, projects, labs, etc.) with adequate feedback so as to improve student understanding, and within a timeframe of value to the students.  Measurable Outcome is that students will have graded work returned within ten (10) calendar days.

2. Honor office hours and other confirmed student appointments.  Measurable Outcome is that students will find faculty in their offices during office hours.

3. Reply to all student emails within 48 hours during the regular workweek.  Measurable Outcome is that all student emails will be returned within 48 hours (M-F 8:00-5:00 during academic year).  Details may take more time but initial response in 48 hours.

4. Provide as much advanced notice as possible to students about changes to class, lab, or office hour meetings.  Measurable Outcome is that schedule changes will be announced via emails, D2L, course announcements, etc.  Another option is contact Office Manager to post changes at faculty office, classroom, etc.
