- Praxis | (Pre-Professional Skills Tests or PPST)
should have been taken early in your college
career and should be completed at this point.

-Praxis Il tests include the Principles of Learning
and Teaching (PLT) AND subject matter/content
tests. These tests should be taken sometime
around your last year.

e By taking the PLT 7-12 teacher candidates are not prevented Iin
any way from teaching in a K-6 setting, and vice verse. It really
depends on which age group you know and understand from a

pedagogy stand point.

e The tests you will need to take will depend on your major and

cognate/content.

— If you are an elementary ed. major you will have to take the K-6 PLT, EL.
Ed. Content Test and a middle school content test (i.e. Social Studies,
Math, English or Science).

- If you are a secondary ed. major you will need to take the PLT 7-12 and
your cognate area.

- If you are a k-12 cognate, you can take either the K-6 or 7-12 PLT and
your cognate.

What is the PLT?

e 2 hour standardized test

e 12 short-answer questions and 24 multiple-
choice questions

e Format: 4 case studies, each with 3 constructed-
response questions and 24 multiple choice
guestions

e Focuses on basic principles of learning and
teaching essential for running a classroom

e Drawn from theoretical foundations provided by
educational theorists and developmental
psychologists

Elementary Ed. Content Examinations

e All candidates for licensure to teach elementary
students in grades K-6 must complete the
***Elementary Education: Content Knowledge test (10014).

e Candidates for K-6 plus a
5-8 specialty must also take a
middle level specialty test for
grades 5-8.

- (For example: Science , Math, Social Studies, Literature)




Secondary & K-12 majors -
Content Examinations

e The Subject Matter / Content Test(s) that
secondary majors take will depend on their
specified field of licensure.

— (For example: Biology, Chemistry, Social Studies,
Physical Education, etc.)
