1. Explain classroom rules and expectations
-have rationale, ex. A place where the teacher can teach and students can learn
-explain why you need rules and consequences
	-teach the rules, not all students have been taught how to behave
	-have a discipline plan
	-maintain boundaries and limits
2. Have clear consequences for violating rules
	-be firm and consistent
	-remember students choose their behavior
3. Be assertive 
	-Definition: to state or affirm positively, assuredly, plainly or strongly
-Have clear consequences for violating rules and be prepared to reinforce with appropriate action
-be clear, confident, and consistent


4. Build positive relationships with students, find something to relate with
	-make connections of any kind: sports, music, TV, movies, books
	-go to school sporting events, plays, and concerts
5. Use support systems within the school
	-discipline resource room or in-school suspension
	-counselors/administrators
	-special education teachers, case managers, social workers, etc.
6. Use positive recognition
	-positively recognize students for appropriate behavior
-5 to 1 rule
	-praise students often
	-students may not receive any positive recognition at home
7. Be consistent
	-must be consequences
	-be calm and firm
	-remind them that it was their behavior that got them the `	consequence
