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Introduction and Methodology 
 
During spring 2006, the Office of Institutional Effectiveness developed a survey 
instrument to systemŀǘƛŎŀƭƭȅ ŎƻƭƭŜŎǘ ƛƴŦƻǊƳŀǘƛƻƴ ŦǊƻƳ {/{¦Ωǎ ƎǊŀŘǳŀǘƛƴƎ ǎŜƴƛƻǊǎ 
regarding their experiences at SCSU. The instrument was piloted during spring semester 
and fully implemented for the first time fall 2006. Questions in the survey were

The Spring 2007 survey was administered through the SCSU web site using a locally 
developed survey tool. The population consisted of all students who had applied for 
graduation during the spring 2007 semester. This totaled 1473 students. The entire 
population was invited to complete the survey. Students were originally contacted on 
March 30 through their SCSU email address and asked to complete the survey. Students 
who had not completed the survey received a follow-up email reminding them to 
complete the survey. The survey closed on May 20, one week following 
commencement. 
 
Of the 1473 students eligible to complete the survey, 725 completed surveys were 
received for a 49 percent response rate. The respondents are a good representation of 
the population of SCSU graduating seniors for fall and summer 2006.

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Facts about the Spring 2007 Graduating Class 
 
The individuals included in this analysis were all SCSU students who graduated from the 
University at the end of the spring 2007 term. There are 1223 individuals in this 
population.  
 
Age 
The mean age of the graduating population was 24.3 with a standard deviation of 4.6, 
and the median age was 23.0. The age of the graduating population ranged from 19 to 
60. Nearly 93 percent of the graduating population was between the ages of 19 and 29 
(92.6%).  
 
NEF/NET 
More than 56 percent (56.5%) of the graduating population entered SCSU as a new 
entering freshmen (NEF) and 42.7 percent entered SCSU as a new entering transfer 
(NET) student. This is compared to the breakdown of new entering students for fall 2006 
of 62.2 percent NEF and 37.8 percent NET.  
 
GPA 
The mean GPA for the graduating senior population was 3.2 with a standard deviation of 
0.42. The GPAs were normally distributed with a range of 1.90 to 4.0. Further analysis of 
student performance as measured by GPA shows that there are significant differences in 
student performance depending on student characteristics upon entering SCSU.  
 
ACT score and GPA  
The ACT scores for the graduating student population were grouped as follows: 25 or 
above; 20 to 24; and 19 and below. The mean GPA for each group was determined and 
compared using an analysis of variance. Based on the analysis, it appears that there is a 
statistically significant difference between the mean GPAs received by students in the 
different ACT groups. Students with ACTs of 25 or above have a higher mean GPA than 
both the 20-24 ACT group (p=<.001), and the 19 and below ACT group (p=.001). In 
addition, the 20-24 ACT group has a significantly higher mean GPA than the 19 and 
below ACT group (p=<.001). The means plot below illustrates the differences in mean 
GPAs.  
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High School Rank and GPA 
A similar analysis was completed to determine if there is a similar relationship between 
high school rank and GPA. Students were grouped according to their high school rank 
based on the groupings that are used in enrollment reporting: >=90%; 75-89.99%; 60-
74.99%; 50-59.99%; 45-49.99%; 40-44.99%; and below 40%.  
 
Based on the analysis, it appears that there is a statistically significant difference 
between the mean GPAs of students from different high school rank groups. Students 
who graduated in the top 10 percent had a higher mean GPA than all other high school 
rank groups (p=<.001 for all groups). The mean GPA for students with a high school rank 
of 75-89.99% was significantly higher than all remaining groups (p=.011 for 60-74.99% 
group; p=<.001 for groups below 60%). The mean GPA for students with a high school 
rank of 60-74.99% was significantly higher than all groups below the 60th percentile 
(p=<.001 for 50-59.99%; p=.004 for 45-49.99%; p=.049 for 40-44.99%; p=<.001 for below 
40%). 
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There is not a significant difference in mean GPA for students below 60 percent high 
school rank (p=1.0; p=1.0; p=.889 respectively). The following means plot of GPAs based 
on high school rank illustrates the change in mean GPA as a student high school rank 
decreases.  
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Admit Status and GPA 
An analysis was completed to determine if students had differing levels of academic 
success as measured by GPA if they entered SCSU as a new entering freshman versus as 
a transfer student. Mean GPAs were determined for both groups and compared. 
Students who entered as freshmen have a mean GPA of 3.21 while those who entered 
as transfers have a mean GPA of 3.19. It does not appear that there is a statistically 
significant difference between mean GPA for NEF and NET students. 
 
Gender and GPA 
Next gender and academic success were considered. Mean GPAs were determined for 
females and males and compared. Females have a mean GPA of 3.30 while males have a 
mean GPA of 3.01. There appears to be a statistically significant difference between the 
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academic performance as measured by GPA between females and males (F1212,1=82.028; 
p=<.001). 
 
Age and GPA 
The next variable analyzed was mean GPA by age group. Graduating students were 
divided into four age groups, based on their age on May 15, 2007. Age groups are: 21 
and under; 22-24; 25-29; and 30 and older. Students in the age group 21 and under had 
a mean GPA of 3.39. Students 22-24 had a mean GPA of 3.22. Students 25-29 had a 
mean GPA of 3.03, and students 30 and older had a mean GPA of 3.21. There appears to 
be a statistically significant difference between the academic performance measured by 
GPA by age at graduation. Students who are 21 and under when they graduate have 
significantly higher mean GPAs than students in the other three age groups (p=.001; 
p=.000; p=.011 respectively). Also, students aged 22-24 and aged 30 or older have a 
significantly higher mean GPA than students 25-29 (p=<.001; p=.005 respectively).  
 
The means plot below illustrates the difference in mean GPA and age at graduation.  
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Ethnicity and GPA 
The final variable analyzed was mean GPA by ethnicity. The mean GPA for white 
students is 3.22, for students of color is 3.0, and for international students is 3.1. There 
appears to be a statistically significant difference between the mean GPA of white 
students and the mean GPAs of students of color (p=.001). Unlike the fall 2006 analysis, 
the difference in mean GPAs of white and international students was not found to be 
statistically significant (p=.068).   
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GPA Prediction Model 
One way to consider the impact of these different factors on student success as 
indicated by GPA is to develop a statistical model that combines the influence each of 
the three variables has on student GPA. Using the data from the spring 2007 graduating 
student population, the following regression equation (F =80.01 ; p=<.001) was created: 
 
Predicted GPA =2.911 - .039(age) + .007(high school rank) + .028(ACT) 
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All factors are significant at p=<.001.These three factors explain approximately 32.7% of 
the variation in student GPA at SCSU. In this analysis, ethnicity was not found to be a 
significant factor in student GPA (p=.144). This could be because there is a correlation 
between ethnicity and both high school rank (r=.080; p=.019) and ACT score (r=.103; 
p=.004). 
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Graduating Senior Survey ς Overall findings 
 
The first question of the survey asked seniors how satisfied they were with their overall 
SCSU experience. More than 91 percent (91.4%) of seniors were either very or 
somewhat satisfied with their overall SCSU experience. Ninety-three percent of seniors 
said they were either very or somewhat satisfied with their major experience. A more 
detailed look at the responses indicates that a greater percentage of students were very 
satisfied with their major experience (50.2%) than with their overall SCSU experience 
(41.1%).  
 
Graduating seniors were asked whether they would enroll at SCSU if they had an 
opportunity to start again. More than 77 percent (77.2%) said that they would either 
definitely yes or probably yes re-enroll at SCSU. Sixteen percent of respondents did not 
know or provided no response.  
 
Graduating seniors were asked about their experience with different components of 
their educational experience. Students were asked to state their level of agreement with 
a series of 13 statements about their educational experience at SCSU. Agreement levels 
were strongly agree=1; agree=2; disagree=3; strongly disagree=4. The following table 
shows the mean response for those questions. bƻǘŜΥ ά5ƻƴΩǘ ƪƴƻǿέ ǊŜǎǇƻƴǎŜǎ ǿŜǊŜ 
collected and included in the frequency tables but not included in calculating the mean. 
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Scale:  strongly agree=1; agree=2; disagree=3; strongly disagree=4 

 
It appears that students have had a positive response to those statements that pertained 
to their academic experiences. Student responses were not as positive when asked about 
their experiences outside of the structured classroom and with personal relationships. A 
complete listing of statements and response frequencies can be found on pages 13-17.   
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Graduating seniors were presented a series of questions that asked them to rate their 
academic abilities when they entered SCSU and now upon graduation from SCSU. 
Academic abilities were based on the draft general education learning outcomes. 
Students were asked to rate their abilities on a scale of poor=1; fair=2; good=three; and 
excellent=4. The mean different scores were then calculated for each student, and this 
was used to create an overall mean difference score for each learning outcome. Each 
mean difference was found to be statistically significant (see grid later in the report for 
appropriate statistics). The following graph shows the mean difference for each 
outcome. It is important to note that the following data are based on self-reports and 
should not be interpreted as actual academic growth. It is presented as an indication of 
perceived growth by the student.
