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Now that winter is upon us, please remember the following 
snow removal procedures:

Winter parking restrictions in Q-lot are now in effect.  All 
cars parked in Q-lot must be moved between the hours of 
1:00 and 5:00 p.m. EVERY SATURDAY to avoid receiving 
a parking citation.

There will be a 24-hour notice posted in your residence 
hall lobby when the A, E and Stateview parking lots will be 
plowed.  Plowing is scheduled to occur on Wednesdays 
from 3 p.m. – 6 p.m. when there is snow.  

A and E lot permit holders may park in any lot except North 
H-lot, F-lane, P lot, S-lot and U-lot during plowing hours.  
Please refer to the Public Safety website for additional 
information.

During Thanksgiving Break, all cars must be removed from 
Q Lot & into A lot by 3pm.

We invite you to enjoy a safe holiday season by observing 
the following policies and guidelines for decorating in and 
around your room:

Only artificial trees are allowed in student rooms and public 
spaces in the residence halls.

Please limit the amount of paper materials used in 
decorating your room or door.

Do not block hallways, stairwells, or doorways with 
decorations.

Candles and incense are not allowed.

Items may not be suspended from the ceiling.

Decorations must not come within 14 inches of sprinkler 
heads.

Thanksgiving break officially begins at 5 p.m. on Wednesday, 
November 21.  All doors to the Residence halls will be locked 
24 hours a day beginning on Wednesday, November 21 at 5 
p.m. until Sunday, November 25.  

If you plan to stay in your hall at any time during the 
Thanksgiving break period, you must sign up at your front 
desk.  There is currently no charge for break housing, but 
residents who intend to stay, must pre-register for security 
purposes.    

We will maintain safety and security procedures throughout 
the break.  Security staff will be checking IDs beginning at 
10 p.m. each evening and Residential Life staff will conduct 
regular safety rounds throughout the weekend.  Front desk 
services will be limited in the majority of the halls.  However, 

Stearns and Lawrence Halls will have 24-hour front desk 
services available.  Please note that there will be no US 
Mail pick up during break, except from the Lawrence and 
Stearns halls.  There will be no mail service or delivery on 
Thanksgiving Day.

If you are around during break and notice any suspicious 
activity in the Residence Halls, please contact a Residential 
Life staff member or Public Safety immediately.  As always, 
you play a primary role in contributing to a safe and secure 
environment on campus.
