Interesting Historical Events in December
December 1, 1955 - The birth of the modern American civil rights movement occurred as Rosa 
Parks was arrested in Montgomery, Alabama, for refusing to give up her seat to a white man and 
move to the back section of a municipal bus. Her arrest resulted in a year-long boycott of the city 
bus system by African Americans and led to legal actions ending racial segregation on municipal 
buses throughout the South. 
December 1791 the Bill of Rights was enacted, amending the U.S. Constitution (1791). The Bill 
of Rights is the name by which the first ten amendments to the United States Constitution are 
known. They were introduced by James Madison to the First United States Congress in 1789 as a 
series of legislative articles, and came into effect as Constitutional Amendments on December 15, 
1791, through the process of ratification by three-fourths of the States
