***NOTE***: Students will only be considered for one written essay. Writing more than one will not improve your chances of being considered and the committee will only read one.

Describe a special attribute or accomplishment that makes you stand out from other students. Talk about leadership roles, activities you are involved in, and previous jobs. How do these relate to your long term goals after college?

“Financial Need”    SES Scholarship
What impact would this scholarship have on you and your education? How have you been financing your education this far in your college career? Explain how this scholarship could make a difference to you.

Scholarship Criteria


To show academic achievement the student must:

· Be a full time Undergraduate or Graduate student at SCSU
· Have a cumulative GPA of at least a 2.5
· Have at least 30 credit hours completed at St. Cloud State University in which PSEO credits are acceptable on the condition that they have been completed at SCSU
· Submit a transcript of all credit hours (DARS Report)
· Submit one letter of recommendation from a college advisor, professor or employer and contact information for them
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
