Social Studies Major-History Emphasis (24)

3. Africa, Asia, Latin America, or Middle East HIST 300-400 level- two 3 cr. courses

Social Studies Major- Sociology Emphasis (24)
SOC 111 or 160, 201, 268, 302, 303; STAT 193;  SOC gender elective- SOC 273, 355, or other 3 cr. SOC course with approval of adviser;  one 3 cr. 400 level  SOC elective.
