Students pay a program fee set in accordance with
prevailing on-campus costs and the value of the dollar
in the host country. The estimated cost for the short
term program includes round trip international airline
tickets, some in land travel, and living
accommodations. Tuition will be added to the
program cost. Expenses are approximate and subject
to change without notice. If eligible, financial aid may
be applied to this program. Students must be enrolled
in a minimum of 6 credits to be eligible for summer
financial aid. Airline tickets are purchased shortly
after the February 1st deadline therefore if you cancel
you may be responsible for full cost of airline ticket
after February 1st.
