What qualifications are required to be a cooperating teacher?

To host FIELD EXPERIENCE students, cooperating teachers must have one or more years of teaching
experience, be licensed in the area requested AND the approval of their administrator.

To host teacher candidates for STUDENT TEACHING, cooperating teachers must have 3 or more years of
teaching experience, be licensed in the requested area AND the approval of their administrator. Some
districts require tenure in order to host teacher candidates.

What qualifications are required to be a university supervisor?

University supervisors are faculty members in academic departments. Minimum qualifications: Master’s
degree and two years public school teaching experience at the level supervising.
